The place was liberally furnished with 
machine guns which were promptly swung 
into position against the oncoming Ger­
mans. The ground was soon strewn with 
grey-clad corpses. RJfle fire* completed 
the work of the machine gun crews and 
the counter-attacks were beaten back 
with heavy punishment.*1

“Our attack today differed little from 
its predecessor as regards method. The 
barrage was very intense. While this 
was drumming forth its flaming curtain 
the guns further back were doing fine 
counter-battery work against known po­
sitions of enemy artillery; hence the 
enemy’s retaliation was very severe. De­
spite the high wind our indomitable air­
men were In contact with the enemy on 
the ground. The ground is still desper­
ately bad, but along the higher places 
where the principal fighting developed, 
the surface is reasonably good between 
the water-filled holes.'1
