The French and English wali
papers, which are now used, come without
frie:es, which is a distinct gain in the
matter of brightness, while it possibly
detracts from the apparent breadth of a
room. Big sprawling patterns character-
ize the newest wall papers. Great yellow
roses with immense leaves straggle over
the walls of ons room; giant cactus blos-
soms or poppies or hibiscus in vivid colors
glow on another. But the paperings
and appointments in drawing rooms are
still of the most delicate and dainty de-
scription. There is just a hint of rose
color or a wave of blue, the daintiest
possible ecru, or green so delicate that it
suggests the first upspringing grass in
spring or the mat of natural moss about
a fountain. The finest shimmering silk
is draped upon drawing rcom walls, and
for a library nothing can be more appro-
priate than canvas tapestry. This closely
resembles coffee sacking in coarseness of
mesh and even in color, but the tone is
admirable. It comes in big designs, with
palm leaves of some conventiol flowers in
Oriental colors. The Persian prints shown
for draperies. curtains and cushions are
largely used for upholstering chairs and
divans. These are shown in beautiful
shades of blue, both in dull tones and
bright tints. They are most effective on
the large, hospitable-looking wicker arme-
chairs now so much used.

Curtains for country houses are made
of variegated Indian prints or thin Pers-
ian stufl's that are light in weight, cool,
easily washed, and duranle, yet not flimsy
and liable to fall in strings. Curtains
put up at the doors and windows seldom
extend quite to the top, and the space thus
left is filled with Japanese panels or fret-
work, which come in both light and dark
woods to suit the furnishings. This plan
