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French Ilemrt Announces
Further Success in the
“Labyrinth.”
ADVANCE AT HEBUTERNE

In Dardanelles Some Progress
Has Been Made by
Allies.

[Canadian Press.]

Paris, June 11—2:28 p.m.—The French
war office issued the following statement
this afternoon on the progress of hostil-
fties:

“There is nothing of importance to add
#0 the announcement given out last
night, with the exception of further
success in ‘The Labyrinth,’ where we
have continued to force the enamv back,
mdmepmgrentotheeutof“rhe
Labyrinth,’ where we occupied several
German side trenches not far from the
highway from Arras to Lille.

“In the region of Hebuterne we have
extended our advance made to the north
and to the south of the battie front on
June 7. The occupation of several
trenches at this point gave us & hund'r'ed
prisoners and several machine guns.

MORNING STATEMENT.
[Canadian Press.]

PARIS, June 10.—10:20 p.m.—The fol-
jowing official communication was
jssued by the war office tonight:

“The artillery combat has continued
in the sector to the north of Arras;
it has been retarded, however, by 2
very thick fog.

“Supplementary reports on the cap-
ture of Neuville St. Vaast establish the
fact that the northeast section of the
village and the small fort which the
enemhy had organized there were de-
fended with extreme obstinacy. It was
by a struggle foot by foot from house
to house that our infantry took pos-
session of the entire position.

“The Germans did not retire until the
jast extremity. They left in our hands
@ quantity of munitions, including a av
gun and several machine guns. We
found in the houses, the passageways
and cellars upwards of 1,000 German

dead.

“In the region of Hebuterne we cap-
tured from the enemy on June 7, 8
and 9 six machine guns.

“In Champagne, in the region of
Beausejour, more than a battalion of
the ememy attacked our trenches, but
were everywhere repulsed. A number
of dead were left on the ground.

“On th heights of the Meuse, notably
at Les Eparges, there was a violent ar-
tillery engagement, in the course of
which our guns reduced to silence the
batteries of the enemyX’

Afternoon Report.

The French War Office this after-
noon issueg a report, as follows:

‘““There was al] last night a very vio-
lent artillery engagement in the region
between Lorette and the sugar refinery
at Souchez. ¥

“A¢ 9 o'clock at night the enemy de-
jivered an attack which was, however,
at once repulsed.

“The Germans bombarded Neuville St.
Vaast, but they made no endeavor to
recapture it. We made further progress
yesterday in “The Labyrinth.”

“In the vicinity of Hebuterne we
maintained all our advance on a frong
1,800 yards long and of a depth of about
1,000 yards. There is nothing further to
report from the remainder of the front.”

PROGRESS IN DARDANELLES.

Paris, June 11—2:30 p.m.—An official
announcement eoncerning the Darda-
nelles given out in Paris this afternoon
veads as follows:

. *“The French attempted last night to
\take away from us the trenches which
we éaptured in Champagne on June 9.
{"The French attacked with strong forces

.of Beausejour Farm. The attack broke
down completely with very heavy losses
to the French. Repeated attempts to
make night attacks were stopped at

Winnipeg, June 11.—The Winnipeg
Telegram, Conservative, publishes a spe-
cial edition this morning largely devoted
to the evidence of Horwood and Salt
before the royal commission in Minneap-
olis yestgrday, and editorially under the
heading, ‘“A Plain Duty,” has the fol-
lowing to say:

Stirring Address At Can-
adian Club.

CANADA NEVER NOBLER

Response 'l‘o; Last Call Will
Mean 150,000 Men in
the Field.

'

‘“To you mothers of the men who
have gone forth to do and die for
Canada; to you mothers who have
been tried in the furnace of sacrifice;
to you mothers, you great-hearted,
magnificent mothers of the Dominion,
we bow our heads and do silent hom-
age at this time in the history of our
country,” said Hon. Arthur Meighen,
attorney-general of Canada, in his
peroration at the luncheon to Cana-
dian Club members at the Tecumseh
House today. The address was lis-
tened to by 76 members.

‘““This is the greatest war in the
history of the world,” stated the
speaker. “We at Ottawa learn no
good news you do not. The harvest
of events in the last seven months has
been almost more than we are con-
stituted to bear, yet we have come
safely through it all. The fifth cen-
tury and the nineteenth century con-
tained stirring events, but the twen-
tieth century has eclipsed all in
things of grea‘est moment.

For Equality of Men.

“Nearly 1,000,000.000 of the vap-
guard of the human race is tearing
and wrecking down the toil of na-
tions. Why is it all? We have but
lately been passing through indescrib-
able progress in science and art, par-
ticularly science, and then in the
twinkling of an eye all the forces of
nature chained by men are used by
inen against men. The upward strug-
gle of the nations throughout the
world has been for the higher equal-
ity of mankind, for the greater lib-
erty of the human race.

*“It has been an individaal struggle.
The struggle raging at the present time
is for the equality of nations. Nations are
now fighting for what individuals have
fought for and partially gained. Ger-
man egoism, militarism, atrocities, bru-
talities, satellites, and much more are
what we are pitted against. If Germany
comes. out victorious equality of rights
and all worth living for is lost.

*“Thig war began with the martyrdom
of Belgium. Atonement has to be done.
Italy has gone out of the camp of the
Teuton and the British Empire has been
more solidified than ever before in its
history.

Much Depends on United States.

“The nationhood of the United States
is being put to its first supreme test,
and on its conduct depends much in this
struggle. Berlin waits upon the note
that may mean a coalition of the country
representing the new liberty and the oid
liberty fighting side by side 'n a com-
mon, righteous cause.

“The white book of Britain proves
that she acted only as she could have
been expected to act without the least
that was wrong or savoring of unright-
eousness in her diplomatic relations
with the allianced powers.

“The guilt of Germany is read in
her last 50 years of preparation for
war and in the flood of bills of exchange
which came into Britain just a few
days prior to the declaration of war
and. which Britain paid, thus giving
intd the hands of the enemy sufficient
funds to place her armies in the field.
Germany's guilt is written in her evil
system of espionage, which is wrong
in its entirety.

“It means more to be a subject of the
British Empire today, and of Canada,
than it did eleven months ago,” went
on the speaker amidst apnlause. “The
Canadians at Langemarck were called
upon in a supreme moment, at a mo-
ment when victory or defeat hung in
the balance, and the men responded.
They held the German army in check
and saved the day for the Allies. The
call comes from the head of the Allied
army in France for 35,000 more troops
from Canada, which will bring the total
of men going from here to fight at the
front up to 150,000, And Canada will
give them. :
