{THE ORDER OF PROCEEDINGS

was almost the same as that fonr years ago
with the action of the chief icipants re-
versed, and it differed little from  the cere-
monies of eight years ago which -brought
Cleveland to Washington (March 2, 1885)
for the first time in his public career. Pab-
hic and private stands were erected  along
the line of march/ from the Capitol to a
point beyond the White Honse; these had
an estimated seating capacity of 60,000, and
every one of them was crowded. Every
foot of standing room along the route of the
procession, fully ten miles in langth.- was
fully occupied.  Windows commanding a
view of the parade brought fabulous prices,
and advantageous seats on the public stands
commanded prices ranging from $5 up. The
