SPANISH BARBARITY.

Political Prisoners From Havana Tell Of
Inhuman Treatment During Trans-
portation.

New Yorxk, Sept. 14.—The Press says:
Two passengers, who reached this port
on the steamship Scandia, tell tales of
Spanish cruelty to prisoners. Their
names are Juan Vivo and Albert Lope.
Vivo says that he and 125 others were
deported on December, 1896, from Ha-
vana as political prisoners by order of
General Weyler. They were to be con-
fined on the Chafarinas islands and
were shipped on a steamer for Oadiz.
On the voyage, Vivo declares, the treat-
ment they received was brutal in the
extreme. They were huddled together
like animals in the lower hold of the
steamer and were heavily manacled.
Scarcely any food, and that not fit for
human beings to eat, was given them,
and only two pails of water & day were
thirst in the bot and reeking hold was
torture. One of them objected to such
starvation and was beaten so severely by
the guards that he died the next day
and his body was immediately thrown
overboard. Vivo was pardoned on the
last birthday of the king of Spain and
was released on August 2. He wassent
to Malaga and from there made his way
to Gibralter, where generous merchants
bought him passage to this ecity. Lopez
was a suspect in Uuba, and in order to
save himself from being thrown into
griaon he evaded the vigilance of the

panish officers, went to Europe and
reaehed Gibralter, from which port he

Bavarians Hoot Him on the Streets of
Nuremberg,

BerLIN, Sept. 11.—This week the ever-
boiling pot of German politics contained
political developments for which the
army manceuvres are an excuse, although
everything was done at Hamburg.

failore by the military spectators.

SIXTY THOUSAND MEN.

A Strong Force Ready to Pounce Upon and

RELIEVING GULISTAN.

How General Yeatman Biggs Drove Back
the Enemy.

StMLA, Sept. 14.—General Yeatman
Biggs, advancing along the Samana
ridge to the relief of Fort Gulistan,
found the enemy entrenched in consider-
able force in the Gozra hills. The third
Goorkha regiment stormed the position.
One Sepoy was killed and five were
wounded. General Yeatman Biggs
has relieved Sangar, one of
the posts on the Samana ridge,
which has been attacked. The garrison
had made a sortie and captured a stan-
dard. A mounted messenger was sent
on by General Yeatman Biggs to inform
the garrison at Fort Gulistan that relief
was coming. The commander also sent
guns to tne foot of the hills near
Fort Gulistan, which shelled the
enemy, and to some extent diverted at-
tention from the fort. The enemy is
visibly strong in force at Saraghari, and

it is feared that, flushed with their suc-
cess in the capture of that police post,
they may attack Fort Gulistan so fiercely
that the garrison will be-unable to hold
out until General Yeatman Biggs ar-
rives.

The bands which
led the line beat mournful tunee, and
following the hearses trundged a double
file of miners. When the start to the
cemetery was made the coffing contajn-
ing the bodies of the eight persons
were carried each by ten miners in the
regalia of St. Joseph, and the line
proceeded to the church. A crowd of
fully five thousand jammed the streets
in the immediate neighborhood, but
there was no disorder of any kind. The
platform originally intended for the
street in front of the building, had been
erected before the altar, and here the
coffins were laid while Father Tust and
a number of Polish priests celebrated
pontifical maes, In the meantime a
gang of miners in the cemetery were

BRITISH GOODS.

Results of Inquiry as to Their Import Into
Colonies.

Lonpon, Sept. 14.—Blue books have
been issued giving the replies of colonial
premiers to the dispatch of Secretary of
State for the Colonies Chamberlain, in
1895, with the view of ascertaining the
extent of the displacement of British
goods by foreign goods. Their main con-
clusions are that British manufacturers
still make the bést class of goods with
the exception of machinery, in supply-
ing which the United States is mosat suc-
cessful, although Canada is a successful
competitor.

SIR JULIAN PAUNCEFOTE.

Even Labby Has a Good Word to Say For
Him.

LoxpoN, Sept. 14.—Truth this after-
noon says: ‘A great honor is reserved
for Sir Julian Pauncefote, which was
not conferred on any of his diplomatic
colleagunes. According to the regula-
tions, he would retire in 1898, but Lord
Salisbury has extended his term of office
at Washington for twelve months. It
is a very great compliment to Sir Julian
Pauncefote, who deserves it. He has
proved altogether the right man in an
especially perilous position.

SETTLING GREECE.

Lord Salisbury’s Proposals are Being Ac-
cepted.

LoxnpoN, Sept. 14.—The morning pa-
pers contain despatches from Constanti-
nople asserting that all the ambassadors

are now in receipt of instructions en-
abling them to come to a full agreement
on the terms of Lord Saliebury’s pro-
posals for the constitution of an interna-
tional commission representing the six
powers, to assume control of the rev-
enues which Greece guarantees in pay-
ment of the interest to the holders of
bonds, as well as the payment of the in-
demnity.

AUSTRIA AND THE MINERS.
Will Likely Ask Particulars of the Shdoting.

Loxpox, Sept. 13.—A despatch to the
Daily Mail from Vienna says that the
Austrian government is waiting for more
extended reports as to the conflicts with
the striking miners at Hazelton, and has
not yet taken action with regard to the
massacre.

A GALLANT DEFENCE.

A Handful of Sikhs Hold the Fort
for Hours Against Farions
Attacks.

One Brave Man Killed Twenty of
the Foe Befere He
Fell.

Smvra, Sept. 13.—The insurgents this
morningcaptured the Sarharigarti police
post. Information from the front re-
ceived this afternoon shows the Afridis
are attacking the Samana forts in force.

The Sagharti post was attacked by a
thousand Orakzais. A gallant defence

was made by the garrison of 21 Sikhs,
who for gix and a half hours sustained
three furious attacks. In the third as-
sault the Orakzais forced the door. The
garrison left the walls to exnel the in-
vaders and the enemy was able t6 esca-
lade the fort with the ladder. One Sikh
tefended the guardroom, killing twenty
of the foes. He was flnally burnt alive
at his post. The signaller kept up com-
munication till the fort fell.

Fort Lockhar and Fort Gulistan are
still heavily besieged. The relieving
force which has been sent forward con-
gists of four guns and five equadrons.
The startling news comes from Fort
Lockhart that the combined bodies of
the Afridis and Orakzais number 47,000.
They are now all collected near Khan
valley and will advance on the fortifica-
tions at Samana for attack.

A reconnaigance in force from Jamrud
to Alimusjile has shown the Khyber
Pass entirely deserted. The Afridishave
entirely withdrawn into the hills.

At daybreak yesterday, following the
repulse of the insurgents by Gen. Yeat-
man Briggs, who attacked the rear
while moving along Samana ridge to pre-
vent the attack from Shahukkhel, the
British commander dispatched a small
column to receive some stores. This
body of troops found the enemy in foree
with eighteen standards, but the tribes-
men did not venture to attack the
colamn. The Afridis are reported to be
attacking all the Samana posts. Gen.
Ellis is concentrating his forces at Shabi-
kir to-day, preliminary to makinga final
advance into the Mohmand country.

THE BRITISH.IN INDIA.

‘Revolting - Trifestién ‘Have Had to- Give
Way Upon the Advance of
the Troops.

Simra, Sept. 15.—The operations of
the troops in command of General Yeat-
man-Briggs, undertaken for the purpose
of relieving the Samana posts, have been
entirely successful. The polica post at
Saraghari has been re-occupied by Brit-
ish troops, carrying the position by as-
sault. Fort Lockhart was relieved on
Tuesday morning, and Fort Gulatan was
relieved the same evening. The field
guns, which, upon this occasion, were
brought into action at a range of three
thousand yards, were perfectly handled,
and they scattered the enemy infesting
Fort Gulatan.

Eighty-one Skinkars, who formed part
of the garrison of Fort Lumd-Coatel, in
Khyber Pass, and were captured by Af-
ridis, have arrived at Jamuid with their
rifles.

General Blood’s cojumn is steadily ad-
vancing through the Mohammed coun-
try. Haddah Mullah is represented to
be at Gondab with the gathering tribes-
men. General Ellis’ column of troops
has reached the top of the Karpha defile
but the enemy has not been sighted in
that direction.

GERMANY’S NAVY.

Its Strengthening Strongly Advocated by
the Berlin Colonial Society.

BERLIN, Sept. 14.—At a meeting of the
Colonial Society last night, Herr Kusse-
row, formerly Prussian minister at
Hamburg, delivered an address advocat-
ing a strong navy for Germany. He
said: * The present navy could not
prevent & blockade of German harbors
and the destruction of important
geaports. German diplomacy will
always try to avert a quarrel with
England, but if such a conflict ever oc-
curs Germany would be obliged to seek
allies among powers who would estimate
the value of the alliance with reference
to Germany’s strength as naval power.
Without averting to _ competition
with  England or France, he
urged the necessity of a steady de-
velopment of the fleet to meet the needs
of the second commercial power in the
world.
