The Japanese can be expected to retain
a cousiderable army in Korea for the
purpose of keeping the matives unuer
certrol, but can hardly be expected to
fight the Russians south of the Yalu,
Oor even to attempt te transport an
ary over more than 200 miles of the
Worst mountainous reads in Manchuria
in order to reach the open country and
the towns along the Manchuria rail-
way.

“The Japanese know every minute
point of the country around New
‘Ohwang, having oceupied that region
for more than a year after the war
with China. - In operating there she
would also have the good-will of the
natives, .who esteem Japan highly.
Moreover, the country, while admirably
snited for the operations of infantry,
is so much cut up with ditches, dikes
and tidal .creeks as to be practically
impossible for cavalre, in which force
Japan is the inferior of Russia.

“Japam, it ean mow be confidently
asserted, wunless her plans g0 astray.
