In another part a con­
siderable portion of the British army is em­
ployed in evicting poor people who really 
have nothing with which to pay, if they 
were ever so willing. Perhaps the author­
ities of Dnblin caetle know best, but we 
may ask, why not leave the eviction busi­
ness alone for a while, and employ the 
troops in the suppression of murder.

Within a week two hospitaliers at L’Hotel 
Dieu have been removed by death. On 
Tuesday last Sister Dubuc was interred in 
the vault of St. Mary's cathedral, having 
been carried off after three days' sickness, 
and a life rich in piety and good works. 
To-day Sister Josephine McGillivrav awaits 
the performance of the last rites of the 
church and the consignment of her remains 
to the sepulchre where already so many of 
the sainted dead repose. The deceased 
was born at Lancaster, Glengarry, in 1833, 
of Scottish parents, and lias been for nine­
teen years a religions. The death of Sister 
Dubuc deeply affected JLister McGillivrav, 
who had been ailing from December with 
heart disease, and who, after the demise 
of one with whom she had been so long 
associated and whom she loved so well, 
spoke of her own departure, and even fixed 
upon Good Friday as the date of such event. 
On Thursday, a holy day, she attended tbe 
chapel service, and again referred to her 
death, remarking, “ It will come to-day, 
Sisters.” These words have since been re­
garded as possessing special significance, as 
indicating that the sufferer had a presenti­
ment of that which was impeding. At 5 
o'clock she was at the last service ; at 7 
o’clock she was dead.

UNHAPPY IRELAND.
The most recent news from Ireland is 

not' encouraging. Murders, and outrages 
next to murder, arc increasing. A strange 
spectacle is presented. After centuries of 
grievous wrong, which the government has 
aggravated rather than redressed, a change 
comes.
policy of land reform, and what happens ? 
Why, the outrages become worse than ever 
before. The very measures taken to quiet 
the country seem to provoke the people to 
farther violence. Conceding something to 
the popular demand seems to be worse than 
conceding nothing at all. We may conjec­
ture, though of this we cannot be sure, that 
had a tory government remained in power, 
and all measures of land reform been 
sternly refused, Ireland would have been 
more tranquil than it is to-day. We can­
not be sure of this, but things look that 
way. Admit that the redress of grievances, 
as far as the law goes, is yet only partial 
and far short of what ia required, it seems 
extraordinary that conceding something to 
the people should rouse them to greater 
fury than if nothing had been conceded at 
all. The present rebeilion in Ireland, for it 
is really nothing short of that, happens 
out of time. If it «as ever to happen 
at all, it ought to have happened 
years ago, when a government that refused 
the smallest measure of amelioration was 
in power. But that was exactly the time 
when it did not happen. With a tory 
government in power, conceding nothing, 
hut holding stern repression in readiness, 
Ireland was quiet, and rents were paid ; 
that is. by those who a’ere able to pay 
them. A liberal government comes in, 
etui makes for Ireland what is perhaps the 
most liberal land law in the world. A law 
is made for Ireland that tenants in Eng­
land and Scotland wish they could get the 
ike of, but cannot. Immediately the coun-
