Lizzie’s parents died many years ago. Her 
father was a seafaring man and was washed 
overboard from hie vowel when it was four 
dav. out of New York en route for Mobile. 
Her mother died when Lizzie was seven 
months old.

Lizzie lived with a cousin in New York un­
til her cousin was married, and then «be 
became an inmate of a convent in New York 
city. Bite went to live with her uncle on May 
10 last, and soon found ,employment in the 
shirt factory on West Broadway.

Her nude said last evening that Lizzie waa 
a very good girl, never going out at night 
and did not have any male visitor». On the 
morning ot Sept 12 ihe nicked up her lunch 
which her aunt had prepared for her, said 
good-bye and atarted for work.
