About Our Daily Bread.

Editor World: In reference to the quality
of Toronto bread referred to in your Mon-
day’s issue, you make no note of the fact
that two kinds of bread are sold in this city.
The best. not sold by weight, but called
fancy, is charged the same as ordinary bread
but weighs 25 per cent. less—that is, when
the ordinary bread is full weight, which I
can assert from testing, it very seldom is
where sold wholesale to stores.

The truth is, the bread question will never
be satisfactorily settled till the ordinary
bread is weighed out to the customer, the
same as butter ana sugar, And in this way
it should be sold only for cash. I venture to
say that Mr. Milligan is making more out of
his bread at his reduced price, by selling it
only for cash to buyers who come to his
store for it, than many bakers are'at a higher
price who deliver it to their customers and
give credit. The cash customer, in the latter
case, has really to help pay for the defaulter's
 bread as well as to help pay the expense of
delivering bread to credit customers.

The ratepayers, too, should keep in mind
that the waterworks are now self-sustaining,
and will be able, if the bylaw be carried, to
pay interest on the loan, thus raised and to
provide a sinking fund fr its gradual retire-
ment. Not only is the income of the city
waterworks department sufficient to pay all
expeunses of interest and sinking fund, but
there is a prospect of a future reduction in
the cost of water to consumers.

On all these grounds the citizens should
vote for the bylaw to-morrow.

Hamilton Notes.

Hamruron, Oct. 14.—A disastrous break
occurred about 1%{ this morning in the 20-
inch water main in King William-street
between Catharine and Mary-streets. A
section of the main large enough to admit
the body of a man was blown out of theé thick
iron pipe and the force of the water madé a
circular excavation about 12 feet in diameter.
The water rushed down King William-street
and following the grade turned down Mary-
street. in a perfect toirent, carrying about a
dozen wagon loads of cedar blocks as far
down as Cannon-street. The bed of the
stream stretched from one side of the street to
the other, flooding the front yardsand a few
cellars aloug the route, As a result the side-
walks were covered with a deposit of mud
several inches deep in some places.

One effect of the break was that the électric
lights throughout the city went ouv owing to
the sudden failure of the supply of water to
the boilers and the city was plunged into
total darkness.

Principal Grant’s Address.
No more patriotic address than that de-
"livered at the National Club Mochday night
by Principal Grant of Queen’s Col-
lege, Kingston, has ever been heand in
Canada. Our history, present position and
prospects were each handled in a masterly
style which showed complete grasp of an in-
tricate subject. On this whole question, sec
ond to none in importance in the esteem of
those who have the developmeut of the
country at heart, the learned and eloquent
Principal shed a flood of light.

He was clearly in the right when he said
that in some respects our position in refer-
ence to the Mother Country is not all that
could be desired. It is indeed paralyzing to
Canada not to have, neither in the House of
Commons nor in the Queen’s Privy Council,
any counstitutional representation. It is this
anomalous position which has given rise te
all sorts of mad speculation about annexa-
tion with America. Dealing with the ques-
tion, 1s Canade’s ultimate destiny to become
a great independent nation®_Principal Grant
said that separation, whether ultimate meant
next year or any time next century, means
a revolution to begin with and weakness
ever afterwards,

Mr, Grant’s main contention, however, is
that in which the true spirit of patriotism
declares itself. The common ground on which
separatist and unionist ¢an stand shoulder to
shoulder is in recognizing it, as a first duty to
labor for the unity, the stfength and the
dig ity of Canada, This is no doubt, as Mr.
Grant says, too narrow a platform for the
annexationist who is willing to surrender the
name of Canada with all that it involves.
The Principal sald, further, that during the
last 15 months he had been in every pro-
vince of the Dominion, and after inviting
the frankest interchange of opinion every-
where, he came to the conclusion that there
is less thought of annexation now than at
any time during the last 40 years, the reason
being that the growing sentiment of Cana-
dian nationality is quietly killing it out.
Our right attitude, as the Principal says, is
doubtless to guard the independence we
bave gained in ‘the course of successive
struggles, and to guard our national as care-
fully as we would our individual honor,
