Sir,—1I had l:&ped that Mr. Elliott would
have gm]iplad th the points presented in
my first letter to your paper, and either
answered them by showing that my state-
ments were incorrect, or admtted the cor-
rectness of them, and accounted for the differ-
ence in some satisfactory way. I made the
point that the sum of money id to Warden
and Councillors of the year 1891 for Anna-

olis County for services during the year
801 was at least $643.02, while that for
Kings County was $213.40. What is his
reply to this.
