Wheeler Tried tor His Life.

TESTIMONY OF WITNESSES IN FULL.~— CHAIN
OF EVIDENCE COMPLETE.— BLOOD-STAINS
AND OTHER CONVINCING PROOF OF GUILT.

The trial of Peter Wheeler, charged with
the murder of Annie Kempton, began Friday
morning at 10 o’clock, before Mr. Juatice
Townshend. Harrington, Q.C., Wickwire
and Copp appeared for the crown, and Rug-

ville for the prisoner. W. B. Wallace, of
Halifax, was appointed by the court official
strenographer.

A jury was obtained without much diffi-
culty, only a few on the panel being challen-
ged. The jury selected are: David North,
foreman; Nathan Eaton, Charles McGregor,
Mansfield Nichols, James Brown, Robert
Hamilton, Charles Newcomb, William Hard-
wick, J. C. Healy, George Webster, John
Donaldson and William Mortimer.

The court house was filled with people,
many not being able to obtain admittance.

Mr. Wickwire opened the case for the
crown. He commented on the evidence ad-
ducted at the preliminary examination and
intimated that some new and damaging evi-
dence would be given by certain witnesses
against the prisoner

Omer Rice was the first witness examined.
He detailed the finding of the body of Annie
Kempton and the tracks on the snow. His
direct examination had not concluded when
the court took recess at one p’clock. Noth-
ing specially new was elicited from him.

The prisoner manifested a great deal of
attention as Mr. Wickwire referred to the
new evidence to be produced. Subsequently,
as the evidence of Mr, Rice was given, he
seemed quite unconcerned.

His lordship cautioned the jury as to their
adhering to the rules in criminal cases. He
stated that he proposed to sit until six o'clock
this evening. Recess was then taken for an
hour.

After recess Omer Rice was again put on
stand. He described the weather on the
morning the murder was discovered, and the
position of the body when he and his wife
went to the Kempton house.

Cross examination by Mr. Ruggles did not
reveal anything new.

Dr. Lovett examined, said he was the
coroner for Digby county. When hearrived
at the Kempton house the body was lying
on the left side and the only wound visible
in that position was the gash in the forehead.
The other wounds in the throat he did not
notice till body was being examined at the
inquest.  Dr. Lovett attempted to read
Wheeler’s sworn testimony at the inquest,
but counsel for accused objected; but this
objection was over-ruled by court Wheeler’s
testimony was to the effect that when he (ac-
cused) went to the Kempton house he found
the room in disorder and saw Annie Kemp-
ton lying on the floor. He thought she had
fainted, but on feeling her temple,

He threw his coat over her and went over
and told Mr. Rice. The deposition@ent on
to state that Annie Kempton told him Grace
Morine was going to stay with her that night,
so there was no need of 1illy Comeau com-
ing. It also referred to the accused seeing
three men pass the house about 2 o’clock the
night of the murder, and that in the evening
he saw a man coming from under a well near
Crabb’s house.
The cross-examination by C. S. Harrington
did not elicit any new evidence of a startling
nature.
The evidence of Dr. Ellison was mainly of
a technical nature.
Edwin Parker called, said he was a land
surveyor. Examined by C. S. Harrington,
said, in company with Mr. Rice, he went
out around the house and took measurements
of footprints between the house’and pig pen,
and next day they found more tracks across
the road, supposing them to be those of
Wheeler when he left Kempton’s barn.
Asked by counsel if he found any rabbit
snares, he replied; ‘“No.” This probably
would be due to the snow that had fallen
which might have covered them up.
The court room was crowded again Satar-
day morning on the trial being resumed and
large numbers were unable to gain admis-
sion.

Herbin Parker was the first witness called

to the'stand, He made plans and measure-
ments and traced footmarks in company with
the detective. He was also one otp the first
to view the body.
Louis Jeremy, an Indian, was then sworn.
He gave a description of the position of the
body when he saw it. “[his witness said
Wheeler told him when he first saw the body
that it was face down, with the forehead on
the floor, she resting on her hands and knees,
which differed very materially from what
the witness saw.

Detective Power, on being sworn, stated
that he was sent by the attorney-general to
investigate the case. Onarrival he proceed-
ed at once to the Kempton house with Mr.
Owen Parkerand others. Hesaw footprints
in the snow behind a pig pen, around the
barn, on the road and in the field on the op-
posite side from the house. At this point he
saw the prisoner and took from him his
clothing. The accused said to witness:
“‘ You might find blood there,” pointing to
the right side of his coat, at the same time
exclaiming, ‘“‘If you find any it is the blood
of a dead rabbit.”

The witness examined the coat, but could
find no traces of blood. The coat wasasack
made of a dark color. The witness and ac-
cused had a conversation on the way to
Digby jail, but not a word was spoken until
two miles of the journey had been covered.
The witness held out no inducement to the
accused to speak, but he complained of the
way he was being used.

Witness said to him, *‘ Peter, the Morine
girl is corroborated in footmarks which re-
semble yours at the back of the barn.”

Peter replied: ‘I was not there. Even
if I was it would not matter, as I saw An-
nie Kempton pass clear of the house where
I live between the hours of 5 and 7 o’clock.”

The accused also spoke of blood being on
his shirt and the witness examined it, but
found none. Peter said he could fully ex-
plain how he got it there, if any was found
after arriving at the jail.

Peter said, ‘I have something to say lat-
er on and am going to tell my lawyer;” but
he refused to tell the witness. A lictle later
on vhe detective said to him, ‘‘ You may as
well tell me,” and Peter said, “I was at
Kempton’s house on the night of the murder.”

Mr. Ruggles objected to the statement and
the court ruled with him.

The witness took Peter’s pants, coat and
vest from him and brought them to Halifax,
and on an order being obtained from the at-
torney-general they were placed in the pos-
session of Dr. Jacques for examination.

On being asked by Mr. Harrington what
investigation he had made in regard to the
footmarks, he said that he (witness), in com-
pany with Parker, Rice, Crabb and Owen,
went to Kempton’s house and examined the
footmarks.

Here the witness produced a pair of larri-
gans which were taken off the prisoner, and
fitted them in the footmarks. They fitted
the marks perfectly in length and breadth.
The witness was on the scene at daylight
and made a careful investigation. The snow
was ten or twelve inches deep in some places.

To the jury: ““I found no marks in the
immediate vicinity other than those I have
already spoken of.”

A brief cross examination by H. D. Rug-
gles revealed no new points.

Aylmer Crabb examined—Said he was
hunting on the day of the murder and on his
return home saw W heeler near the¢ Kempton
house. He called out to him ‘“ Where are
you going, Peter?” but received no reply.
Later in the evening witness saw Wheeler at
the bridge and said ‘¢ was that you I saw this
afternoon,” Peter said ‘‘yes, was it you I
saw with the gun over your shoulder?”

Mrs. Omer Rice said she saw Peter Wheel-
er pass her house on Monday evening shortly
after 5 o’clock. She did not see him return
that night, but the next morning aboat 7
o’clock the accused came to her residence
and told her that Annie Kempton was found
lying dead on the floor with her throat cut.

Sadie Morine, said she was an intimate
friend of Annie Kempton and saw her the
day she was murdered. When the witness
heard the 5 o’clock bell ring she was near
Mr. Troop’s restaurant and it was half an
hour previous to that that she saw Annie
Kemptou. The witness saw Crabb on the
road, and she also saw Peter Wheeler. She
first saw Wheeler in Mr. Harris’ pasture, go-
ing towards Kempton’s barn. She saw him
get over the Harris fence, cross the road and
then climb over the Kempton fence and go
down by the barn near the Kempton house.
She saw Wheeler go down behind the pi

m. The witness then met her brother an
sister, und they started home, arriving at 6
o’clock. -

Court resumed at sharp 2 o’clock, and Mr.
Ruggles began a severe cross examination of
Sadie Morine, but her testimony was not
shaken. -

Alice Morine, 15 years of age, sister of the
former witness, was next examined and cor-
roborated Sadie’s testimony.

Grace Morine then took the stand and
stated that Annie Kempton was a great
friend of hers. Witness asked her to go to

the post office, but she refused. Witness
never stayed with her at night time, and she
never saw her alive after that afternoon.

Herbert Comeau, son of Matilda Comeau,
was pext called, and said that Peter W heeler
lived in the same house with him. He was

1 do not think it would hurt you to tell a
little lie to get me out of this trouble.”

The prisoner here became very much flashed
and shifted uneasily about his seat, at times
hiding his face from the view of the court.

The witness was cross-examined by Mr.
Ruggles, and he said that Peter often brought
rabbits and partridges home. Witness did
not ree how Peter carried the game, but he
had on the same coat all the time. Witness
said Peter was out the evening of the mur-
der, but he came back with Hardy Benson
before he (witness) went to bed. Witness
heard his mother telling Wheeler to go for
milk in the morning. Witness slept quite
near Peter’s room, and if he had gone out
that night he would have propably heard
hi

im.

The testimony of Hardy Benson, the next
witness to take the stand, was very impor-
tant. He was acquainted with Annie about
four years. Witness saw Annie Kempton on
Bear River bridge about 4 o’clock p.m. on
the day of the murder, but he did not speak
to her. The next he saw of her was when
she was dead. Witness met Peter that
evening and asked him when he was going
home, and Peter said, *‘ As soon as see
Tillie Comeau.” After seeing Tillie Peter
returned and witness said he would goalong
a piece with him, he thinking that he might
meet Annie, as she had been keeping com-
pany with him (witness.) Witness asked
Peter if Annie was down that evening, and
Peter said, *“I saw her to-day, and Grace
Morine will be with her to-night. Lst us
go up and see her.” The pair then started
off, and when they got by the electric dam
Peter said to witness, *‘ The satan is home.
I see the light.” Peter then quickened his
pace, going ahead of the witness, and when
the latter got to the gate Peter was going
around the corner of the house. Witness
did not go in the house but walked up and
down outside. During the time witness was
there he saw no light and heard no noise.
He was there about 15 minutes, and Peter
came running out and threw his arms around
witness. Witness asked Peter if the Morine
girl was in there and he said she was not.
Witness said, ‘‘Perhaps I had better go
back and stay with her,” but he had no in-
tention of doing so. While on the way
home Peter spoke frequently of it being hard
for Tillie to work hard all day and then
sleep there all night. Witness heard of the
murder next morning and Peter said,
‘“ Hardy, for God’s sake don’t say that we
were up there last night, as there were two
knives on the floor and they will think we
done it.” Peter had shown witness how the
body lay and witness illustrated the correct
position that the body was in.

On cross-examination by Mr. Ruggles wit-
ness said he did not get any blood on his
clothes when Peter put his arm around him
(witness.) Continuing he said when Wheeler
told him about the two knives on the floor
he (witnese) became very much alarmed and
drew the inference that they might think he
was also implicated in the murder.

Willie Henshaw, on being sworn, stated
that he had a conversation with Peter
Wheeler after he was arrested, and the latter
told witness to tell Hardy Benson to swear
that they had only been out as far as the
eléctric dam. Peter also told him to tell
Benson that a light was going back and for-
ward in the Kempton house. He whispered
it to him, but witness’s father heard it.

Stanley Rice was the next witness. He
at one time employed Peter Wheeler in the
woods. Witness had a conversation with
the prisoner in camp about Annie Kempton,
who boasted what he would do to her if he
got achance. The prisoner spoke frequently
about Annie Kempton, he having her name
always in his mouth.

The witness was put through a critical
cross-examination by Mr. Ruggles, who
cautioned the witness that Wheeler's life
may depend upon his testimony, and warned
him to be careful what he said. Witness
and Wheeler frequently had conversations
about women. Witness and prisoner had
some difficulty over money matters and
prisoner sued for $2 and got judgment.

Herbert Parker, on taking the stand, said
that he and the prisoner had a conversation
about Apnie Kempton. His evidence was
very damaging to Wheeler’s character, he
having made boasts to witness similar to
those made to Rice.

Charles Rice and Estelle Rice, father and
sister of Stanley Rice, were called, and tes-
tified that Stanley was in the woods, and
that they did not see Peter Wheeler that
day.
Isaac Kempton, father of the murdered
girl, said she was nearly 15 years old. He
was in the woods, and a man named Harris
came and told him his daughter was dead.
Witness saw Peter Wheeler on Sunday even-
ing at Tillie Comeau’s; he having gone there
to ask Tillie to stop with Annie three nights,
as he was going to the woods. Tillie agreed
to stop with Annie for the time asked.
Witness always made arrangements for some
person to remain with Annie while he was
away. Witness outlined the condition he
found the house in when he came home and
the position of the body when he saw it on
the floor. Witness never knew of the pris-
oner coming to his place for milk.

The cross examination of witness by Mr.
Ruggles did not bring out anything of im-
portance.

The court adjourned at 6.15 to meet Mon-
day at 9 a.m. The jury was locked up over
Sunday.

MONDAY MORNING.

Interest in the Wheeler trial is growing
greater as the case draws to a close. When
the court opened at 9 o’clock, the usual large
crowd that has been in attendance durin
the three days of the tria] were present ang
followed the proceedings closely. The pris-
oner looked clean and fresh and wore the
same cunning smile that has graced his face
all along. He pays the greatest atteation to
the testimony of the witnesses, but does not
appear to realize the position he is in.

The first witness called to the stand was
Tillie Comean, the woman with whom
Wheeler lived at Bear River. She said the
prisoner had lived at her place for over ele-
ven years. Her evidence agreed practically
with her previous stories. On cross examin-
ation she said all the doors of her house were
fastened on the night of the murder and it
would have been impossible for Peter to have
gone out without her hearing him. At 3
o’clock on the morning of the murder, Peter
told witness he heard some person outside
of the house.

Hattie Comean, daughter of Tillie, was
then sworn and her testimony corroborated
that of her mother’s.

John Brooks, an Indian, who lives on the
opposite side of the river from the Kempton
house, on being called to the stand stated
that he saw a clear, steady light in the
Kempton house on the night of the murder.
It was dark and the light was burning bright
up to 10 p.m. At 2 o’clock he saw the light
there and about daylight, it becoming very
dim then.

Wallace A. Purdy, magistrate, of Digby
county, was called next and identified the
two knives with which the murder was com-
mitted; also a spoon and billet of wood with
blood on them. Witness also identified the
depositions made before him at the prelim-
inary examination.

MyrtleGodfrey trstified to hearing prisoner
make vile threats in regard to Annie Kemp-
ton.

Dr. Jacques then took the stand and every
one in the court room listened with the
greatest attention; even the prisoner mani-
fested great uneasiness:-by shifting restlessly
in his seat as the dootor went into the tech-
nical nature of the microscopic examinations
and stated he had found two spots of blood
on Wheeler’s coat. The prisoner became
greatly flushed. The witness stated that he
could not swear whether it was haman blood
or not, owing to the similarity between
rabbit blood and*buman blood.

He swore poeiliv‘a to the finding of two
spots of blood and about ten suspected spots.

Harris W. Banks, police officer for Digby,
was then called. Witness did not see
prisoner till after he was committed for trial.
During a conversation with Wheeler witness
said to him, ““ If you committed the crime it
would be better for you to confess.”
*Jriuoner asked witness to get up a

or him if he (prisoner) should gonfess
crime.

The court adjourned till 5 p.m. to hear the
testimony of three more witnesses for the
prosecution who arrived on the express from
the west—among whom was Joseph Pictou,
the Indian who left Bear River, early next
morning after the murder. - No importance
was attached to his testimony, he being
brought here merely to satisfy the jury as
to his whereaboats the night of the murder
and his reasons for being in Bear River early
the next morning. The next witness was
John McEvan, He said his home was about
700 yards from Kempton’s house and had an
unobstructed view on the afternoon of Janu-
