NADIAN MISSIONARY LINK.
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Now, listen, and T will tell you a true story of a boy

eleven years old who grew up to be one of our mission-
aries to India. George Currie lived in the city of
Fredericton, New Brunswick, and was just as fuil of
life and fun as the rest of you are now. When he was
eleven years old he gave his heart to the Lord Jesus
Christ. I wish you were all like him in that ! Hetold
his friends that as soon as he could he wanted to be a
missionary and tell the heathen about the dear Sa-
«viour who loved then. enough to die for them. But
thousands, yes, millions of them had never heard the
name of Jesus, and were giving all their worship (o
gods of wood and stone.  George felt sure they would
rather pray to the one, true, living God if they only
knew about Him, so decided to gu and tell them as soon
as he was able. Have any of our nfission band boys
decided to spend their lives in this way ?

Mr. and Mrs. Currie were not able 10 yivg their son
George the education for a missionary, but he did not
give up the iden. He learned to be a pnnter, and
spent a gootl many years caming moncy to send himself
through college, and was a faithful home missionary for
Jesus all this time.  Qur best foreign missionaries have
been good home missionaries first, and we may beyin
missioniry work in our own homes as soon as we love
the dear Saviour.

In 1874 our youny friend was ordained as a Baptist
minister, and at once offered himself as a missionary
to [ndia.  But the Eastern Board could not afford to
send him then. The Ontaro and Quebec Board want-
ed a man to help Mr. MvLaurin at Cocanada while Mr.
Timpany was resting 0 Canada, after his years of
work i the American Baptist nussion. They asked
Mr. Currieif he would be one of taeir missionarics.
[n November, 1875, he sailed for India, and in Febru-
ary, 1876, was marnied to an ul(lvfncn(l of his, Miss
Armstrony, who had been a mussionary in India for
two years. Mr. and Mrs. Curne sailed at once for
Cocanada and were fathful co-laborers with Mr. M-
Launin whie Mr. Curnie waslewrning the Telugu lan-
guage.  He helped in the services of the English Bap-
ust Church, was Superintendent of the Sunday Schoal.
and started a temperance society among the members
of the congregation.  Mr  Currie helieved, as we do,
that King Alcohol is one of the greatest encmies to
Christ's cause, and for many years had been an carnest
temperance worker at home,

Asx soon as he could speak a few sentences in Telugu
he began preaching to the heathen i the bazaars and
villages about Jesus, trying cvery dav he lived to tell
someboady the old, old story that had made his own
heart glad. 1 wish we could all follow his example in

this !

In January, 1878, he opened a new station in Tuni, a
village of ahout 3,000 people about 4o mnles northeast
ol Cacanada and cight miles from the Bav of Bengal.
This was, and stll is, 10 many respects the hardest feld
of our mission. It s away up amonyg the hills and
Jungles iwhich are full of wild, herce beasts and poison-
ous snakes:.  The people are very poor, very ignorant,
and more wicked than we can have an idea of. Here
for six years Mr. and Mrs. Cunie endured toils and
cares, hardships of every kind, suffered muchsfnm
fever, more than once were visited by robbers, twice
had the roof biown off their home by a cyclone, and |
they were constantly ‘exposed to danger from wild
beasts. Yet they did"not shrink or falter. Counting
the catise of Christ dearer than life itself, they labored
on with God for heir sure refuge in every time of need.
