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in the shape of glaciers right down
to the water's level; and, tinally, all
the wonders of the Aretic regions

are seen on a reduced scale.

Inland Passage terminates jus' be-
yond Sitka, which, as New A.c¢h-
angel, was the capital of Russian
America. It is now the headquar-
ters of the United States authorities,
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and one of the three principal settle-
ments. It contains fifteen hundred
inhabitants, and is the residence of
a Greek bishop. The surrounding
