Thisreasoning only alleges a principle generally
recésved in the middle ages: that cbedienca and
profection ‘are correlative terms, and that the for:

wanting. According to,this principle,Henry could
have been deposed without the sanclion of the
Pope ; and in fact the princes of the empire se-
rionsly thought of doing so before Gregory had
spoken. The Saxons, in appesling to the Pope
had 'not only expressly vecognized in him the
power of depowing pringes; bat had said, that the
German empire was & fief.of the holy see, In
fine, Gregory. while declaring under all the cir-
cumstances. that the Saxons were absolved from
heir oath of allegiance to Henry, did precisely
what every Amerlcan and every luver of liburty
wonld have done.
