Tuesubject of oursketchis the late John Bain,
Queen’s Counsel, of the legal firm of Baun, Lad-
law & Kappele, of the City of ‘T'oronto.  Mr. Bam
took a great interest in the formation of the
Toronts Type Foundry Company, and upun its
incorporation was clected its first Vice - President.
His carcer as a self made man is so stiiking
that a short sketch
will be of great value
to all our readers,
especially 1o youny
men who have thair
future before them.
Mr. Bain was buin
in Kirkaldy, Scot-
land, in the ycat
1839, and was the
son of a Scotch
clergyman.  In his
youth his parents
came to this coun-
try and settled inthe
town of Scunboro’,
in the county of
York, where his
father had a charge
in conncction with
the Presbyterian
Church.  Mr. Bain
was ceducated in the
public schools of the
county, and for
a number of years
taught school, and
in this way saved
sufficient money to
cnable him to enter
the Law Socictyand
pursue his study of
law, a profession which he had mapped out
for himself.  In 1861, at the age of twenty-two
years, he came to Toremto and began the
study of la . in the office of Patterson, Hartison
& Patterson. He was what is knownas a five
years® student, and rapidly gained for himsedf @
reputation for being painstaking, dotermined
and industrious, and before he haed compleed
his course as a student he had made such head-
way in his profession that be was highly thouglu
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of throughout the city, and upon hus being called
to the bar in 1866 he was at once taken into the
above firm as a partner.  Hle married in the
sime year Miss Many Price, daughter of Col.
Price, of H. M. 6oth Rifles (Ceylon).

Bains whole
life was devoted to
his family and pro.

s WUaesult, was a man eminently successful,
both as a solictor and counsel. During his long
practice he had encusted to him interests of
great magnitude and importance, and inevery
cast he faithfully and conscientivusly, and with
marked ability, looked after thuse interests.

He was at the time of his death onc of the
