Albert Southern Ry.-On DeC. 28 we wcre
officially informed that negotiations had been
going on relative to the sale of this road, but
that there was nothing to be made public ini
regard to the matter further than that the
parties proposing to purchase were the sanie
as those whose îîames have been recently
mentioned in connection with the purebase of
the Salisbury & Harvey Ry. The A.S. Ry. is
very much ont of repair, & the rolling stock
consists of an engine & seme flat cars. It is
not nowv connected with the S. & H. Ry., the
bridge between Albert & Harvey having been
carried away, & the line is now used onfly be-
tween Prescott's Mill at M'est River & Harvey
Bank, to baul logs, deals, etc. Some years
ago it was sold to Judge Wells, of Moncton,
but passed out of bis hands & is îîow operated
by W. A. Trueman as trustee of the estate of
the late G. S. Turner. (Dec. '99, Pgs. 346 &
363-)

Antiercaun RaIlway Earnings.-The regu-
lar- monthly compilation by the Financial
Chronicle shows that 122 railways report an
increase in gross earnings Ot $5,923,048 for
Nov., 1899. 0f this total increase $5,501,972
was by 47 roads out of the 122, the systemns
showing gains exceeding $200,ooo, being as
follows

There was a gain of 10.9% over the gross
earnings of Nov., 1898, whichi showed an in-
crease Of 4.5% over 1897, whicb in turn made
an increase of 21% over the earnings of 1896,
wbicb ere also îo. i% greater than the êarn-
ings of November, 1895. A heavy increase
in railway earnings has generally been largely
dite to the niovement of unusual grain or cot-
ton crops. Duriîîg Nov., i899, bowever, the
shipments of wbeat were nearly 20,000,000
bus. less than for Nov., 1898, & there was
a considerable falling off ini the traffic in corn,
cotton & live stock. Tlhe cause of the large
earnings is, therefore, to be found in the un-
precedented nd ustrial activity. The niills
throughout the country are absorbing v'ast
quantities of raw material & turning oui fin-
ished products in volume hitherto unknown.-
Railroad Gazette.
