BOHEMIA'S CALL,

It is that of the man of Macedonia, “Come
over and .help us"” Bohemia proper has a
population of five millions. “Morawa and Silesia
ive two and a half millions mote.  The area of
vhewia is about twe-thirds that of Scotland.
It is walled in by mountains and watcred by the
Elbe and ns sffluents. It is one of the most
interesting and picturcsque countriss in Central
Europe. It is aland of martyr memoties.  The
Hohenians or Czechs (oiiginally of Slavonic
otigin) reccived Christianuty in the ninth century
from two missionatics .of the Greck Church,
For four centurics thereafter they resisted
Romish aggressions—rcjecting the celibacy-of
the clergy, the withholding the cup from the
faity in the communion, and the usc of an
unknown tongue instead of the vernacular in
their rchigious scrvices, till overborne in the
thirteenth century, The forcmost antagonist of
the Papal Hicrarchy was that great Eohemian,
who witnessed a good confession and scaled his
testimony with -his blood at Constance on the
ath July, 1515, .

‘The Cup {assotiated with the Book) became
the zelected symbol of the Reformed Bohemian
Church, It 1s cngraven on their churches and
pulpits,-on their markets and stores, and even
on their tombstones. It meets you everywhere,
It was their practical protest against the error
foisted upon thum at the Council when their
illustrious hero martyr was condemned. A few
years ago a silver cup, chhora!cly.can'cd, was
dug upin a ficld near Kolin, where 1t is supposed
to have lain for upwards of four hundred years
in the grave of-a Hussite pastor. ‘Thaty cup
since usxd at the dispeneation of the l.ord'sl
Supper in onc of the Bohcmian Reformed
Churches, may be regarded as a fitting type
of the resursceted faith of this sorcly tricd

‘The book of Buhcmia's history is
wrilten within and without with * lamentation
and mourning and woe. '

But they have of late years obtained more than
“a liwle reviving in their bondage”  Noble
representatives of their reviving Chursh were
present as delegates at the General Preshytetian
Council at Belfast, whose thrilling story woke
responsive echoes in nany hearts,  “The sword
was shown that killed those ' faithfu) margyrs.”
The sword and th2 cup were silent, yel signifi-
cant pleaders for these * meek and poor afilicted
ones.”* The Coancil resolved to raise $25,0c0
for ther benefit, ‘The sum of $i15,000 was
apportioned to the churches on the other side of
the Atlsntic, and $10,000 to those on this side,
of whirh §;65 is the proportion allo‘ted to our
Church.

‘The purposes to which this fund is to be
devoted, are the following : 1. Suitably to eqquip
the Comenius Socicty for the diffusion of 2 sound
relivious literature in the form of books and
tracts, as wéll as the Holy Scriptures.  Pastor
Raspar, its'leading spirit whe headed the dele.
gation to the council, has cstablished an admir-
able system of colportage.  As editor, translator
and author he has already citculated evangelizal
books and treatises to the extent of five hundred
thousand copies.  This is designed to be the
centre of a widely samificd Elome Mission
ageney. 2. To assist in crecting chueches at
important stations wherever they ate deemed
most nccessary, 3. “l'o give s.ch aid in con.
nection with schools, whether 1 "'mary or of a
higher class as circumstances may show to be
desirable.  “T'o help institutions for the superior
education o gitls, such as Scnior Schubern's,
the Bohemian Mount Holyoke ; to assist Sab-
bath schools, of which thete arc cighty with 200
teachers and 2,000 scholars, and to. strengthen
the hands of the pastors and teachers whose
salasics average $300 and $200 a ydar respects
ively. Moravia will share in the fund ay well as
Bohemia,

"The General Assembly, at its meeting in
Hamilton, in June list, came to the following
deliverance on the subject :=*"T'he third Gen.
eral Presbytenan Council having unanimously
resolved to taise twenly-five thousand ‘dollars
($25.000)for the struggling churches of Bohemia,
the General Assembly cordially commends this
most interesting object to the sympathy and

that the amount allecated to our Church may
be realized. at as carly a date. as possible, and

that Dra. Reiti and Burne be appoirted treasusbtast:

for' the hind."” The Synod of the Masitime
Provinces has also cxpressed warm approval of
the object.  The Bxccutive Commission ‘of the
Alliance appointed me to look after the collec-
tion of our quota,  Let me thercfore respectfully
and carnestly invite the-attention of ministers
and Subbath school superintendents and the
Church generally to this matter, 2and to express
the hope that they may remember the poor
saints that are in Dohemia. Surely « Church
that has passed through' many centuries of op-
pression—to which her sympathizing Head hah
said, I know thy povert,, but thou ar rich,”
descrves onr kindest conaderatior,  * Remem.-
ber them taat are in bonds as bound with vhem,
and them which suffer adversity as being vour-
sclves also in thesbady”  * Inasmuch as ye
hate done It unto one of the least of these, my
bretheen, ye have done it unto me.”
