CHILDRENS DEPARTMENT,

What is the first duty of Children? * Honour thy father and thy
mother ; that thy days may be long in the land which. the Lord thy
God givest thee.”” This is the first commandment with promise, saith
St. Paul. The three first commandments had no direct promise of
good to be returned for the keeping of them ; but to this God added
a promise of prosperily as the reward of obediencq toit.

« Children, obey your parents in the Lord; for this is right. Honour
thy father and mother, (which is the first commandment with pro-

- muse,) that it may be well with thee, and that thou mayest live long

upon the earth.”” Obey in the Lord : that is, in the Lord Jesus Cl\ri§t,
whose are all the commandments. And Paul says elsewhere : «Chil-
dren, obey your parentsia all things : for this is well pleasing unto
the Lord :—knowing that of the Lord ye shall receive the reward of
the inheritance : for yeserve the Lord Christ.”

Thus God has given the parent authorily over his children, and
commanded them to obey him the same as if he spoke to them. And
Children should always remember, that when the cheerfully obey
their parents, and willingly do what they command them, that God
is pleased with them forit, and intends, if they continue to do good,
to make them for ever happy in heaven. ‘ )

Hear also what the wise son of Sirach, a learned and pious Jew of
old times, says on this subject.

«¢ Hear me your father, O children, and do thereafter that ye may
besafe. For the Lord hath given the father honour over the chii-
dren, and hath confirmed the authority of the mother over the sons.
Whoso honoureth his father maketh an atonement for his sins : and
he that honoureth his mother is as one that layeth up treasure. Who-
so honoureth his father shal} have joy of his own children; and when
he maketh his prayer, he shail be heard. He that honoureth his fa-
ther shall have a longlife; and he that is obedient unto the Lord shall
be a comfort to his mother. He thal feareth the Lord will honour his
father, and will do service unio his parents as to his masters. Honour
thy father and mother both iy word and deed, that a blessing ma
come upon thee from them. For the blessing of the father establisheth
the houses of children ; but the curse of the mother rooteth out
foundations. Glory nol in the dishonor of lhy father ; for thy fa-
ther’s dishonor is no glory unto thee. For the glory of a manisfrom
the honour of his father ; and a mother in dishonour is a reproachto
the children. My son, help thy father in his age, and grieve him not
as long as he liveth. And if his understanding fail, have patience
with him ; and despise him not when thou art in full strength. For
the relieviog of thy father shall not be forgotten ;5 and instead of sins,
it shall be added to build thee up. lnthe day ofthine afliction it shall
be remembered ; thy sins also shall melt away, as the ice in the fair
warm weather. He that forsaketh his father is asa blasphemer; and
he that angereth his mother is cursed of God.” .

Children should never forget the trouble and anxiety they cause
their parents in takiag care of and providing for them in their many

years of helplessness ; and especially for teaching them to serve God
in his holy church.
