A Friont or LocvsTs.—The following account
of the dreadful ravages committed by locusts in the
Fast Indies, is copied from papers received ia Eng-
land by the last overland mail from Jndia :—

“ There has been a vast Right or flights of Iocusts,
which have, apparently, daid waste a bolt of' country,
eXtending from’ the right bank of the Ganges acrosa
the Dooab, and. penetrating over the.Juman in to
Gwalior. .They committed dread(ul ravages in the
distriet of Furukrbad, Etawah, on both banks of the
Jumpa, and at Dholyore in the Giwalior State; and
it was fesved latér accounts would show -much more
damage to have:been committed. - The following ave
the particulars :—On the 16th ‘of September, about
5, P. M., they:came over Futichghur, the principal
city of the Furukabad district, and in an lgom’s time
they had stxipped every vestige of cultivation, break-
iug down large branches of trees with their weight.
From Etawah, s traveller going down . the Jumna,
writes on the 17th, that the ravages committed havo

‘stated to be enormous. The revenue of course must be

extended for miles. In passing over the boat, the
noise is deseribed as being like distont thunder.
But a letter just received from Dholpore, states that
the flight passed over it on the 14th, that it "cams
{rom the castward, and after remajping twenty-cight
hours, took its departure in the same dircetion, so
that therec must have been meore than one flight 10
have been at Etawah & at Futtehghur simultaneously,
distant nearly 100 miles. The destruction to the crops
in that portion of the north-west provinces, through
which in a month or iwo troops would be passing, is

given up, and taken in confiection with the state of
sffuirs in the northwest, it must altogether be looked
on as a most grievous calamity.”
