To the Rev, Clergy, Religious Communities
and beloved children of the laity, heulth and
benediction in our Lord.

The Holy Catholic Church hasall its mem-
hers united, like the members of a human
body, each with its especial functions, and
all partaking of the life, activity, love of self-
preservation, and desire of extension and
growth, and mutually sharipg in the joys,
benefits and pains of the whole body ; and
the members of the Church of Christ, by its
communion of saints, partake of all the spiri-
tunl benefits, and also of the sorrows of their
fellow Christians, and of the desire to see,
and help on the extension of the kingdom and
reign of Christ on earth,

Ag this world is constituted, money is
required for everything to support rud carry
on this great work of evaogelizing the
heathen. e must not forget either that
near at home we have poor missions to help.
God could evangelize the world hy the
ministry of Augels, but, out of love- for us,
He leaves it to men, that they may
thereby purchase for themseives the re-
wards of eternal life. The world, that
is the worldly people, whose views do
not mount to Heaven, hut who have
their hearts centred in tbe goods of this
Aeeting world, a8 though they were to last
for ever, do not care for the things of God,
and strive to put nll obstacles in the way of
the spiritnal progress of God’s Church, such
a3 the governments we spoke of, But thezeal
of the good Christian will be rendered the
more octive as the opposition of the world is
greater.

DEATH OF A VENERABLE PRIEST.

The clergy of the dincese have just lost one
of their most venerable and respected mem-
bers in the death of the Bev. John Falvey,
parish priest of St. Columba, The deceased
had attaized the remarkable old ago of four
score and ceven.- Ile was a native of Ireland
and was born in the historic year of 1798,

When quite » young man he emi-
geated to Canxdau and for a  num-
ber of years held the position of

clertk in one of Montreal’s old dry goods
establishments. After having saved suflicient
from his earnings te undertake a college
course, he entered the Montreal College il
completed his classical and theological conrse
in the year 1830, when he was ordained at
the age of 41 years. The year following his
ordination Father Falvey wasappointed pastor
of the parish of St. Columba, which
is composed of old Irish sottlers. During
his almost half a century of pastoral
administration he enjoyed the universal es-
teem and respect of his flock, to which he de-
voted all his time and solicitude, never leav-
ing the parish except compelled by pressing
calls of duty. Since New Year the venerable
priest Las ateadily fallen under the durden of
his years and labors until yesterday when he
was called to his heavenly reward by the
Master whom he had served so longand faith-

DEATH OF ONE OF THE 'P.—\TIHOT.S IN THE
HOSPITAL.

Felix Poutre, one of the patriats condewned
to death in 1837, and who escaped the scaf.
fold Dby feigning to be insane, died at the
General Hospital on Sunday morning at the
age of 6Y. Ielix Pontre and severat of his
followers had been urrested, tried, and con-
demned to denth in 1537, sand were awaiting
the day of their exceution iu the Montreal
prigson, Felix Poutve was a maun of wit and
education, and was of excusaively quivk tem-
perament. He must have deviaet his echeme
ug soon u8 he was arrested, for the next day
ke wus araving lumatic, fn the prison no
guard could spproach him safely—no hanod-
culls could resist the strenpgth of hie weists,
[lowever, the place where he displayed the
mnost skill was when his father paid him a
visit.  He deliberately kicked his father ont
of the cell, ns well as is guardian, 2nd said
that mun was not bis father. In the court
house when he was brought before the judge
for trial, he threw inkstands at everyhodly,
upset the stove, and did so much damige that
no doubt was ever entertained afterwirds
about his ipsapity. The next trouble the
authoritics had was to get him out of the
prisen, All efforts were made to get him
out, but telling him thnt he was again
at liberty, that he could leave nud be
free made no impression on him, and it was
only when one of the guards thought of
Poutre's Jove of ‘“wesky Canadien”™ that
they succeeded in putting him ont with his
pardon paper in his hand. A man was

placed in  the jail door holding a
hottle of whigkey in his hand.  fm.
mediately Poutre ran towards the wman,

caught hold of the bottle and ran to the next
Lotel where it was at once seen that he was
not insane after nll. A banguet was tendered
to Poutre after the troubles of 1837.33. He
published a book relsting the facts of his
escape, <which sold very well awmong the
lower classes of the French population, who
know the story of Poutrc better than that of
the founder of Montresl, Pouire marriad
when very young and had five childrzn, Une
of his daughters lives in the city, und one of
his sons left for Crliforrda twenty-one years
ago and was never heard of since. The othera
are alldead, .
