ULSTER ANWD ITS DANGER —LANDLORDISN
AND FENIANISM IN THE NORTH.

From s remarkably important articls ia the Los-
don Chronicic we take the followlng extracts 1 —

There is a mischievcus delusion in existenca with
zegard to Irish disagreements on the Land question,
which degerves notice at the prezent time. [t haa
been argerted that in Ulater, the Protestant Nor'h as
it i3 scmetimes called, the fundamental land theoriea
of tho pepulatiba are totally dissimilar from wbat
they ate in the other provinces. This province, it ia
ndded, i peopled by s Scoitish race, who Lave no
sympathy whatever with the people of the rest of
Ireland, and who especially disdain their views oo
tbe eubject of tenant-right.

It would be diicult to fiad a specimen of fallacious
reasontog which iocludes 8o many blupders in so
emall & compass. The argumect a3 formed in the
minds ot those who propose the theory maost stecd
gomewhat in tbis fuskion : - Scottish (Lio:bian) farm-
ing is conducied ontbe high eulture system, with
largy capital, a2stly implements, extensive acreage,
and certnin irage. Uisier was colozised by inmi-
grante from Scotland. Therefors, the tenaut-farmers
of Olster, disdeining small farms aod the system of
petty culture, occupy the game position a8 their kin.
dred in the perent country, sad bave no points of con-
tact or grounda of eympathy with the rest of the
johabitants of Ireland, In any one who mapices to
legistate for Iroland snch a thecry evinces a deplora-
ble ignorance of the condition of the conntry. Mr.
Goldwin Smith could hardly find & stronger argument
in favor of hia proposal to hold a seesion of Parlia~
ment in Dublin than the pablication of auch opiaiona.
For, as a matter of fact, large firms are far more
common in the level greziag lauds south of Ulater
thsn among its undulatiog vales hillocks, and moun-
tains. The Ulster man I8 accustomed from his in.
faney to see the white cattages of the tenant farmers
enlivening the varied landscape &t no distant inter
vals; and when he visita the southern provinces, it
geems strange to him to look round und eee so little
aign of life over the level conntry. Hers and thers,
at wide intervals the hoase of some gentleman fare
mer may ba observed, and perhapa the smoke drifting
up from the cabins of his laborere. ¢Nothing bere
but gestlemes and beggars!’ exciaimed one traveller
from Ulater. Iu his disappointment he was not altc-
gother just; baot the espect of the country brought
home 1o him the view put forward by Hugh Miller
with respeot to large and smsll farming in Scotlaod.
It was impossible, urged the Scottlab geclogist, that

‘the farm servant, with his fxed wagea of meagre

amount, could be made as thonghtfal and provident
s person as the small farmer, who, thrown on his
own resources, had to cultivate his fields, and drive
his bargains, with the settlements between him and
his landlord full before bim ; and who of.en sutceeded
in aaviog money and in giving & classi0al education
tc soms promising son or pepbew, which enabled the
young map ‘o rise to & higher sphere of life Itds
with this class of tenant-farmera precisely that we
bave to deal in Ulster. Bo far as they came from
Scotland, they wers transplanted before the large
farm system was adopted there. - Thelr sympathies,
even a8 Scotd, wonld not be with those flairda sae
gair on gear’ who drove out small farmers to make
room for large oneg, or !get ane mailin to anither.
Ou the contrary, they would be as ready ag the Scot.
tish poet of the lest century to exclaim:—~ :

Such efforts to invade the Ulster tenant-right are
now beiog mace, and heve been in pracess of execu
tion duricg the past few years. The consequence i3
pot tbat the Ulater population has yet broken out
into local outrages, but that it is beiog koeaded to
revolation or Fenianism. If the syatematiz:d Fenian
Society were not in existence, it i3 possible that par
ticular outrages would have cccurred. A tourigt
thzough some of the most peaceable and indusirious
parts of Ulster hasinformed us that on bis eay:ne
last year to some tenant farmers that he supposed
Fenianizm was in favor there, he r.o:ivad the reply
that the people were not Feniavs, but h:d up abhor
renre of those who were 50; that they fancied they
m'ght ba better off if the Fenisns should succeed ;
and that they could not be worse, for that the agent
sent round a valuator every fourth year to raise their
rantg for every improvement «ffected, and thus made
their *en-tom’ a mockery, If this iIs tae state of
faeling where no ejectments have taken place, what
ia it likely to be where evictions and acts such as
theee which convuleed Muuster have commenced?
The Londonderry Standurd, the sober ard respectable
organ cf ihe Presbyterians of the Norib-west, in its
nurber of the 27th of November, declered Fenian'sm
t» have “its root snd source in ltelacd’s monstrous
land-cconomy;” and adda: ' Will it be believed that in
Ulcter there are |andlo:da so demented as to pursue,
in relation to their tenentry at this very moment.
a policy celeuloted fo drive the lalter inlo Fenianism
or arny other scheme of political madoees which may
presest iteelf in the shipe of 8 remedial alternative 2’
And it gives this as 8o example:- A landlord in a
popalons Ulster county litely wanted a supply of
ready money *and beving diecovered that some of
his tenanis had, by hard frug:lity and se!f-lenial
economized amall eum3, he pave thewm notice that he
would give them lenses of 2] years at rents (vmonn?
ing in renlity to the full letting vaiuz of the lacd
even withont leaces, on condition of their paying
bim fines of ten pounds per ecre, or very nearly hoif
tbe ordinary aversge value of tke fee s’mple in the
public 'and market! They were informed that if
they did not necept thess terms, their rents would be
raised to an epormous figure, far mbove their means
of payment. Negotiations were tried and found use-
less. The poor men had eventually to band over ta
their Jandlord the total savings of their lives, in order
purchase lenve to toil for o bare subsistence dnring
twenty-one years to come. (ne of these tenants
the fndoatrious cultivator of & patch of groaod com-
tiining eleven acrea, Liad savad £110 by eevese
etonomy, as our agricultural readers may suppose,
and this poor man was compelled to hand aver to his
feudsl lord and maseter every yenny of his little store
in return for one of the rackrent leases above de-
peribed.” ¢ These, it adds, ‘sre no solitary iostaun
ces; and whep British law permits and sanctions in
Treland this kind of privileged extortion, chan any
reagonable man wonder that popular exasperation i3
the consequence, and that emissaries of revolution
ghould take sdvnutage of il?’

Thus, whilst baseless theories are tonfideatly put
forward touching the condition of Ulster. this pro
vince, which organized revort in 1763 1782, and
1798, and which was the foremost iu supporting the
Tepant Leagus agitation of some years ago, is now
wmade to ripen into Fenianism by the suploeness of
tbe Legislature, Mr. Goldwio Swmith b+s traly said
that the Ornpgemen and Ulstermen will be the most
earnest nf revolutionista, for their interests are most
closely bound up with the land; and whilat the tra-
ditions of the edocated mnke mapny of them incline to
Repoblicatiem, the spirit of the maesea ie far more
intensely stabborn and democratic than in any of the
other provincer,

Jamea
Stepliens, who aginwes the credit -of astting the
whole movement on foot, began the work {n 1868,
three years before the -Boutnern States proolaimed
their secvasion, He'had been engaged iz tke ree
belllon in 1848 with Bmith 'Brien, had ezcaped to
tha contlacnt, bed improved his' educatisn in the
foreign &chool | and ternad bis requirements to ao
gount in batchiog & new rebellion of hia own. The
characteristic of .thia. oonspiragy congisted ‘in its
Awerican domiclle. -Iottesd of organizing an
joaurraction iz Itelaud, Stephens coaceived the idea
of eataklishing it amongst tke Irish populaticn of

the Sta'ea. This was'a povelty, It is. from Fe-
pisnism in Amstica 1hst Fedisniem 'in the Br tish
Ielands derived such viaiity and power as it bas
digplayed. Although, however. Fenians were not
called 1to existence by the military experience of
the civil war, it is certain that nutil the second year
of that war the arganiziticn had aesumed no con-
gisteney. Suchform me it took wus of a militury
character. Tbe Awericans, before the war, wers
much given to soldiering, and & certain sumber of
American [rieh did a littie on their own scooant
under the denomioation of Fenians, When hostilities
commenced, they engaged freely in the strife, some-
times taking service by companies togetber, apd
losiog, »s they tell us, & great macy of tteir mem-
bers in battle. Such, m fact, was the mortality
amoog them that it was coosidered in the Federal
army ‘unlucky to be a Fouian ;' but up to the year

To wmeet these difficulries, they
firat puesed 8 resoalution of duriful cbeldiznce to the
lawg of the usion—nualified by a second to the eflect
that they were entitied to do what they choze—and
then sttempted 10 disarm the cpposition of the clergy
by declaring that tkey were not » f gecret, 08th-bzund
ilfegal ' gociety. It is remark:ble that nothing even
new, wad ssid esbout any Feeisn orgamization in
Irelaod, the whole movement being diatioctly
idectitied with tbe Irisb population of Americs, whe,
it was said, held at 1ha' time ‘s more powerful
position amcng the peop’es of iheearth, io point
of pumbers, palitical privileges, social influence,
and mili'ery strength, than was ever held betore’
by the exiled portion of acy nation in the world.
Two years later a second *nationa]l Copgrees’ was
bheld at Cizcionati. Thiz assembly met on tke 1T:h
J4n, 1865 aod theslternation iaits tone is remnarkable
The conspiratore, though still suspicious of the priests,
oo looger aprear to dread interruption frem the
UGoverpmert.  On the coalrary, they santicipate
immediate war batween Great Britain and Awerica,
and reckon corfidentls on the facilities which would
be given for their designs, For the first time, to-,
they include Ireland i'self, and not ouly Treland, but
Kogland aad is dependencies, in the sphere of their
operations.

Up to that tim» it was a purely American
crention—a movement get on foot nod meiatained
by Irisbmen in the Upited Statea, Shortly afierwards
came the trrmination of the civil wer, and then the
military e'ement of the rebellicn appeared in Ireland
ang Irish Feriaricm acquired an aclive viwality, It
had been de'ermived nt Ciccinnsti that what Ireland
nreded wag ¢ pre-organization,’ and that accordiogly
it sbould be forthwith ¢ pre-organized’ The United
S'ates, it was assumed, would gladly recoguise the
Fevisn insurgentd as *belligerents, and proclaim
tkeir own ‘neutrality ;' and, therefore, the Fenian
o ganizera quietly apoke of the ‘Irigh Republie
virinally €stablizhed 'at o time whez the chief
congpiratora confess that no Fenisn organisation in
I1eland exis’ed ut a'l, Mr Stephens and hiy friends
huwever, proceeded o’ organiza’ with great zesl,
end, according to their own belief, with groat
success. The sotomn of 1865 wss, we have re
cently beea told, the time when Fenianiam in [reland
wrg 6trongest, but we now wish to indicate to the
putlic cerlain facts which bave hardly received
prorer appregiation. In January, 1865, the raal
subjtantive osganizatipa of Fenispiem in Irelacd
bad pot commenced, aud yet oo the 15th of September
in that year the fivat blow was atruck at the plot by
the arrest of the chiet conspirators, includirg Mr,
Stepheos bimself, in Dublin. There was therefors,
very little inactivity to be charged against the
Gavernment, It will be Besn, too, that the jgnomini-
ooa collapse of that conspiracy iz easily accounted
for. Fenianiem was not a plact of seven years'
growsh in Ireland though it was in Awmerica. Io
Ireland very little wag accomplished except in the
distempered vigions of Mr James Stepbens. His paper
armies made no show in the fisld, and ware scattered
anengily a8 the feircle ' over wtich he presided.
Whatever snbstance there waa in the conspiracy was
imported from abroad.

Lzareration #or Fexiavias, - It is of more 1mport-
ance to enguire what steps shall be taken to separate
the Fanian organization from the body of the Irieh
people.
