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I arrive at the conclusion, therefore, that Canada
is not experiencing an ordinary boom, dependent upon re-
armament or otherwise. Behind it lies something much more
fundamental, which will persist for years to come, carried
along by its own innér momentum.,

.This concludes my attempt to assess the future
economic prospects of Canada. The surest guide and the only
guide to the future is the past. I suggest to you that
Canada has demonstrated an ability to deal with her day to
day problems with some success. That thought leads me to
view the future prospects of Canada with great confidence.
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
