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ARTICLE 7

Enforcement

The Parties shall ensure, to the extent possible, that within their respective juris-
dictions, their domestic laws and regulations are enforced with respect to the trans-

portation, storage, treatment and disposal of transboundary shipments of hazardous
waste.

ARTICLE 8
Protection of Confidential Information
If the provision of technical information pursuant to articles 3 and.4 Yvould require
the disclosure of information covered by agreement(s) of confidentiality betv\(een a
Party and an exporter, the country of export shall make every effort tg obtain 'the
consent of the concerned person for the purpose of conveying any such information

to the country of import or transit. The country of import or transit shall make every
effort to protect the confidentiality of such information conveyed.

ARTICLE 9
Insurance
The Parties may require, as a condition of entry, that any transboundary move-

ment of hazardous waste be covered by insurance or other financial guarantee in

respect to damage to third parties caused during the entire movement of hazardous
waste, including loading and unloading.

ARTICLE 10
Effects on International Agreements

Nothing in this Agreement shall be deemed to diminish the obligations of the

Parties with respect to disposal of hazardous waste at sea contained in the 1972 London
Dumping Convention.

ARTICLE 11

Domestic Law

The provisions of this Agreement shall be subject to the applicable laws and
regulations of the Parties.
