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2. Each State Party to this Convention undertakes not to assist, encourage or
induce any State, group of States or international organization to engage in activities
contrary to the provisions of paragraph 1 of this article.

ARTICLE 11

As used in article I, the term ‘‘environmental modification techniques”’ refers
to any technique for changing — through the deliberate manipulation of natural pro-
cesses — the dynamics, composition or structure of the earth, including its biota,
lithosphere, hydrosphere and atmosphere, or of outer space.

ARTICLE III

1. The provisions of this Convention shall not hinder the use of environmental
modification techniques for peaceful purposes and shall be without prejudice to the
generally recognized principles and applicable rules of international law concerning
such use.

2. The States Parties to this Convention undertake to facilitate, and have the
right to participate in, the fullest possible exchange of scientific and technological
information on the use of environmental modification techniques for peaceful pur-
poses. States Parties in a position to do so shall contribute, alone or together with
other States or international organizations, to international economic and scientific
co-operation in the preservation, improvement and peaceful utilization of the en-
vironment, with due consideration for the needs of the developing areas of the world.

ARTICLE IV

Each State Party to this Convention undertakes to take any measures it con-
siders necessary in accordance with its constitutional processes to prohibit and pre-
vent any activity in violation of the provisions of the Convention anywhere under
its jurisdiction or control.

ARTICLE V

1. The States Parties to this Convention undertake to consult one another and
to co-operate in solving any problems which may arise in relation to the objectives
of, or in the application of the provisions of, the Convention. Consultation and co-
operation pursuant to this article may also be undertaken through appropriate inter-
national procedures within the framework of the United Nations and in accordance
with its Charter. These international procedures may include the services of ap-
propriate international organizations, as well as of a Consultative Committee of
Experts as provided for in paragraph 2 of this article.
