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Japanese packaging of DIY products displayed at 
the DIY Show were, to the surprise of mission 
members, also considered less sophisticated than 
in Canada. By Canadian standards, packaging in 
general lacked colour and design creativity. 
There were few graphics and the quality of 
materials was considerably lower than expected. 

Some Canadian items. packaged as a DIY product in 
Canada could be re-packaged on a larger scale for 
the construction, designer, and home builders 
markets in Japan.
