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'Yom their place of origfrn to thoir destination without going
through the territory of suh third country. Eac~h country shall,
however, be free to maintain its requirements of directý consign-
ment exîsting on the date of signature of the present agreement
in- respect of any goods in regard ta which such direct consigniment
has relation to that country's prescribed method of valuation for
duty purposes.

(b) ?Each country shall be free to maintain its prescrlbed inethod of
valuation for customws purposes.

5. In ail matters relating to the importation~ or exportation of anY
product frQnm or to the terr4tory of the other country, to thew allocation of

uoigr exchange, and4 to the administrationz of foreign exehange r~estrictions
afeting tra~nsactionl inivolving thie importation and exportation~ of anY
product, eac~h country mndrtakes xiat to apply any proibition or restric-
tions which are not siniilarly applied ta the importation or exportation of
the like produet from or ta the territorles of ail third counitries.

6. The provisions of the present Modus Vivendi shall not limit the right
of either country ta apply prohibitions or restrictions of any kind directed
to the protection oi its essential security interests or to the nmplementatioll
of its obligations unxder any multilateral comrnodity agreement concluded
under thea auspices of the United Nain which is open to partidpatio21

by bq9ti O-overnmients.

7. Eaeh country uindertakes that if it etablishes or maintains a sate
enterprise whprever located, or grants to, auy enterprise, formaily or il,
effect exclusive or speial privilege, such enterprie hliitPucaeO
sales Involving elther imports or exports, act inam r conssent with
the principle of non-discriminatory treatment provlded for in the presn
Modus Vivendi. To tht, end, such et*erprise shall maele any purchases Or

quality, availabllty, marketablhity and other conditins of purchabe O
sale, and shail afford ta the enterprises of the other countr~y adequatf

opprtuityin accordance with etustornary busineus pracie to omypete f ot
patiiption in such jpurchases or sales.

8. The provisions of paragraph 7 shail not py~ to imports of pro4dPtO
of immedate~ or ultixnte consuraption in %ç>ernntal use and flot other-
wise for resale or use ini the production of gaods for sale. *ith respect tO
