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humanity" . The habit of mind which resolves problems i n terms of class,
or race or of national prestige must be abandoned, and its place taken
by a world outlook .

Let us not be deceived . The terrible truth is that the nations
have yet to decide which is to prevail : the law of blood and of death,
ever imagining new means of destruction, and forcing nations to b e
constantly ready for the battlefield ; or the law of peace, work and
health, ever evolving new means of delivering man from the scourges
which beset him . biankind has still to discover whether violent conques t
or the relief of humanity is to triumph in the end .

P7hatever may be said by or of individuals, the peoples of the
world - in every community - ardently desire world peace. Today they are
looking anxiously to all the representatives of all the nations at this
Assembly, to work together towards the fulfilment of this great purpose .
The proceedings of this Assembly may help to determine whether the world
is to be plunged into the darkness of anarchy, or whether mankind is to
continue to move towards the light of ordered freedom and universal
peace.
