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main highways of the United States are paid
for by the federal government and the states
and municipalities receive federal grants for
state and county roads. Ail we are told is
that some of the provinces which already
bave relief payrnents to make should get
along with tbe building of the trans-Canada
blghway. I hope tbey will. I tbink in rny
own province tbey bave gone further with tbe
trans-Canada highway than most o! the other
provinces, but in any event that seerns ta be
a very small arnount of work in relation to
what has ta be done i this country.

I amn very glad ta see we are going ta do
sornetbing about the elimination of grade
crossings. Many of us suggested that during
the days of the depression, and if it had been
done in a big way-althougb we do not know
if it is now going to be done in a big way-
many hundreds of lives would have been
saved. However, I want to say that a sub-
stantial appropriation ta assist tbe grade
crossing fund will receive the wholebearted
support of this party.

I do flot propose ta belabour these points
but I sbould like to emphasize that throughout
the auturnn labour organizations, the mayors
of municipalities, and social workers pointed
out that unernployment was once again upan
us and that steps sbould be taken ta provide
ways and means o! enabling Canada ta do
what the Prime Minister said it was the
responsibility of tbe government ta do, namely
provide everybody witb the opportunity of
taking jobs, even thougb the jobs were not
always ta tbeir liking, s0 they could earn a
decent living.

The unemployment insurance fund is a
palliative, but even men wbo are entitled ta
relief frorn that fund wish tbey did not bave
ta accept it. Tbey do not like taking any-
tbing of tbat sort if they can avoid it. Con-
sequently 1 say that the warnings given ta the
government tbrougbout tbe autumn should
bave been heeded and parliament sbould bave
been recalled to discuss tbis problern. It is
primarily a federal responsibility and the
situation today is largely due ta federal in-
action.

1 therefore tbink bon. members have no
option but ta vote for an amendrnent ex-
pressing lack of confidence in the government.
Of course the present amendment is not
altogether satisfactory ta us because it says
sa much that we cannot quite understand, but
at least we do understand rnost of the clauses
and we are, in tbe main, in agreernent with
tbern.

However, I think we need sometbing in-
serted whicb wiil give more punch to this
and put the situation more constructively
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before the bouse and the country. 1 arn
therefore going to move that the arnendment
be amended. I arn sorry that, in doing this,
I arn obliged to put more words into it. Under
the rules of the bouse I cannot do what I
wanted to do and suggested I should do until
I was advised that I could not do it, namely
strike out most of it and substitute sometbing
fresh. Apparently we are flot ailowed to do
that, so I must use some more words. I
therefore move:

That the amendrnent be amended by inserting
therein immnediately after the words «Your Excel-
lency's advisers- the following words:

"have dellberately returned ta the poiicy of
uncontrolied and uflplanned private enterprise
which resulted in the depression and unemnploy-
ment of the pre-war years. and that Your Excel-
leney's advlsers have failed to undertake the
economie planning necessary ta cope wtth the ser-
ious problems no aigteCadnpol.
and" 0 algteCnda epe

I ar n ot goin-g to read it ail to show how
those words would fit in. I arn just going
ta read the first sentence:

We regret that Yaur Excellency's advisers-
Then insert the amending words-

-have iailed to take or ta recommend the necessary
measures..

-and so on. With that I leave the matter
before the house. As I say, some other
rnatters -of gireat interest wfll be the subject
of discussion, and we shall take the oppor-
tpinity of expressing our views at those times.
In the meantime I regret indeed that parlia-
ment bas met in January instead of in
November. I rnay say that 1 carne back from
overseas because I thought parliamenýt was
rneeting about November 8 or 9. 1 arrived
back on November 9 because I thought thet
parliament would be meeting. I am not sorry
1 did so because, I may say, I bad the op-
portunity afterward of going to the meetings
of the United Nations Organization. I greatly
appreciated the opportunity, and found the
meetings exceedingly interesting this year.

Mr. Salon E. Low (Peace River): Mr.
Speaker, it is presumed that I arn now
speaking to the subamendment. If wbat Your
Honour said about the amendment introduced
by the Acting Leader of the Opposition (Mr.
Rowe) was true, then I suppose it would
also be true to say that the subamendrnent
bas greatly complicated an already higbiy
cornplicated amendment. I suppose it is a
good tbing that the rules of the house forbid
the introduction of a third arnendment. That
being the case, I think perhaps I had better
give botb the subamendrnent and the arnend-
ment sorne careful study before cornmitting
myseif with respect to thern because I arn
frank to admit that it is difficuit, without
some careful study, to know what they
