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2. For the same reasons mentioned above, 
the number of students placed for employ­
ment and the number the department was 
unable to place cannot be determined com­
pletely. Summer unemployment in the 14 to 
24 age group, which had been at a low level 
in previous years, increased sharply in 1968. 
An intensive publicity campaign launched in 
late July, and increased effort by Canada 
Manpower centres produced a positive effect. 
A record of student placements was main­
tained separately from other placements of 
a temporary nature from July 25 to Sept­
ember 11, 1968. During this period 13,131 
students were placed in employment.

BOOKLET “CANADIAN OPPORTUNITIES— 
HOUSING”

Question No. 688—Mr. Nesbitt:
Will the Minister of Manpower and Immigration 

inquire into a booklet published by his department 
and apparently distributed to prospective immi­
grants overseas, under the tile “Canadian Oppor­
tunities—Housing” in order to ascertain when the 
“Juliana Apartments” in Ottawa should have been 
singled out as a typical Canadian apartment 
dwelling and whether the owners are being charged 
for the free visual publicity provided by a full- 
page colour photo?

Hon. Allan J. MacEachen (Minister of Man­
power and Immigration): Yes. The building 
in question is not described as a typical 
Canadian apartment dwelling. Rather, in 
context with a variety of photographs in the 
pamphlet, it forms only one part of a pictorial 
description of the different varieties of ac­
commodation available in Canada. None is 
described as “typical”. The apartment build­
ing is not identified by its name or the city 
of its location, nor is this pamphlet distributed 
in Canada. Under these circumstances, there­
fore, it cannot be seen how the owners of the 
building are receiving free publicity.

For these reasons sta­
tistics for 1966, 1967, 1968 on student regis­
tration at Canada Manpower centres have 
not been compiled separately and are not 
available as such.
