In view of the fact that both
Canada and Czechoslovakia, amongst other countries, are
signatories to the Helsinki Agreement, which in this case has
once again been grossly abused, I move, seconded by the hon.
member for Windsor West (Mr. Gray):

That this House express its very strong concern to the government of the
C zec hoslovak Socialist Republic for allowing its so-called courts t0 negleet the
basic decencies of human rights and. further, that the Secretary of State for
Fxternal Affairs request of the Czechoslovak government that it abide by the
Agreement signed in Helsinki in 1975 by both countries and repudiate the
decision of that court so as flot to further undermine the H-elsinki Agreement
orginally intended to protect and support human rights activities around the
world.
