Mr. Lantier—On Thursday next—Enquiry of Ministry—Whether, in accordance 
with the promise made in the early part of the Session, the Engineer in Chief of 
Canals has examined the reports of explorations made for the construction of the 
projected Canal at the Cedars; whether a report has been made and the Government 
are prepared to give a decision ?

Mr. Bergeron— On Thursday next—Address to His Excellency the Governor 
General for a Copy of the Commission appointing J. K. Elliot, Esquire, Commissioner 
to enquire into certain charges made against J. F. Beique, Esquire, Superintendent of 
the Beauharnois Canal ; together with the Evidence and the Beport of the said Com­
missioner, as well as the Order in Council based on that Beport.

Mr. Bergeron—On Thursday next—Address to His Excellency the Governor 
General for a Copy of the Order in Council reinstating J. F. Beique, Esquire, Super­
intendent of Beauharnois Canal after the Bnquête which took placo against him last 
Summer ; also, the Correspondence between the Government and the Engineer of 
Canals, Parent, relating to such re-instatement.

Mr. Landry— On Thursday next—Enquiry of Ministry—Whether it is the 
intention of the Government to construct a Branch of the Intercolonial Bailway from 
St. Charles to Lévis, in compliance with the request of all the Municipal Councils 
from Lévis to Gaspé, the Boards of Trade of Lévis and of Quebec, the people of the 
Province of Quebec, and one hundred and seven Members of the House of Com­
mons?

Mr. Landry—On Thursday next—Order of the House for Copies of proposals 
made to the Government by the Lévis and Kennebec Bail way Company for the joint 
construction of a portion of the Branch of the Intercolonial Bailway from St. Charles 
to Lévis.

Mr. McCuaig—On the motion for the Third Beading of the Bill (No. 32) “ An 
Act to incorporate the Credit Foncier of the Dominion of Canada.” That the said 
Bill be not now read a Third time but be recommitted to a Committee of the Whole 
with instructions that they have power to strike out from clause 60 the words, 
“ except in the Provinces and Territories West of the Province of Ontario, where 
interest at the rate of Seven per centum per annum may be charged ; and from sub­
section 3 of the 61st clause, the words, “Except in the Provinces and Territories 
West of the Province of Ontario, where it shall not exceed Seven per cent per 
in all.”
