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At the Annual Meeting of the Board of Education,

held on April 3rd, 1930, the following resolution was unanimously

approved:

"Inasmuch as one of the most vital ways in which a
Theological College can do its work in comnection with a
university is to provide Religious Knowledge options for all
Arts students proceeding to a degree, and not merely for
candidates for the ministry:

"And inasmuch as this privilege is accorded to our
Theological Colleges at most centres, and inasmuch as this
principle is recognized in connection with the following
universities in the Dominion viz: Dalhousie, Mount Allison,
Queen's, Toronto, McMaster, Western Ontario, Manitoba and
Alberta; but the privilege is not yet permitted in the
Universities of Saskatchewan, British Columbis and MeGillg

"Therefore be it resolved that the Board of RBducsat ion
of the Gemneral Council of the United Church of Canada, encourage
and instruct the Senates of St. Andrew's College, Union College
of British Columbia, and the United Theological College, Montreal,
to use their best endeavours with the Provincisl Universities
of Saskatchewan, British Columbia and MeGill University to grant
this privilege.”
