BISHOP OF YUKON

- ATST. CLEMENT'S

Addressed Large Gathering
on His Work in Northern
- Diocese.

S

In spite of . the .inclement weather
there was a large attendance at St.
Clement's Caurch, Eglinton, last night
to hear the Bishop of Yukon, Right
Rev. I O. Stringer, preach on his work
in the north. !

Taking for his text, “The wilderness
and the solitary place shall be glad
for them,” he first of all dwelt on the
character of the work undertaken by
those grea® pioneers of Christianity,
Archdeacon McDonald and Bishop
Bompas, in the north lands. They pene-
trated that country long before the
discovery of Klondike, and the trials
and hardships which they underwent
were enorgious. Several missions
were then established and the work
has gone on increasing and increasing,
and now thers are eight or nine or-
dained men in the diocese, and his
lordship laid siress on the fact that
the work had only just commenced.

He spoke highly of the encourage-
ment given to missionary work by
the white people who have settled Jn
the north. They continually remark
on:the vaiuc of the work, and say the
difference between the Christian and
heathen Eskimos is very noticeable.

Metihods cf transportation vary ac-
cording to the locality. Tn summer
steamboats, canoes and rowboats are
used fo reach the people and winter
calls for snowshoes and dog sledges.
Wherever they go a hearty welcome
is given them.

“My ‘work for a number of years,”
he said, “was among the Eskimos on
the Arciic coast and -for some time
was very discouraging, but during the
past few years it has become quite
the reverse, the natives having
changed congiderably. Formerly they
were of a dishonest. treacherous and
immoral nature, but with the advent
of Christianity a great improvement
has taken place. During - the past
three or fou: years we have had about |
three hundred baptisms, and this fact '
speaks for itself.”

Bishop Stringer is leaving for the
old country in' the near future, and
after & shori rest will again take up
his ‘arduous duties in the diocese of
Yukon.

SAND SWEPT DOWN
OVER CAR TRACKS
Ciote it san bR

Held Up by Effects
of Rain.

CELLARS ARE FLOODED

Defect in Drainage System at
" ‘Coxwell Avenue Causes
Inconvenience.

The effect of yutor&y‘u rainstorm
played havoc with the civie car line
on Gerrard street. At the corner of

Coxwell avenue and upper Gerrard
street, where the new subway . has
been cut away, the water swept about
half a ton of sand down upon - the
tracks, stopping all traffic by street
car. One car tried to force its way
thru the blockade but ran off the
track and could not be put on again
for some time. A gang of men were
put at work clearing the southern
track and finally a car was started
rutining, but 'a twenty-minute service
was the best that it couid do.

This spot has been neglected gross-
ly by the city engineers, and it will
occur again whenever a heavy rain
falls. The newly moved sand to the
north washes away eesily and the hill
to the morth provides enough impetus
to glve ‘the water when it - reaches
Gerrard street quite as much force as
a good sized creek. The result s the
sand flows ovét the tracks. and the
water continues or its way to an old
culvert about one hundred yards

away. :
Blocks Culvert.

Very soon - the culvert becomes
blocked up with sand and the water is
forced back thru the drainage pipes
of the houses that drain into the cul-
vert. Last night nearly every cellar
draining into this culvert was flpéded
with water.

The city officials refuse to lay a
sower on Coxwell avenue north of
Gerrard street because they realize
that they -have made a big mistake in
letting the car tracks be laid without
first having put down the pipes. The
ratepayers are up in arms over the in-
justice and also the fact that nothing
has been done to prevent all the
water from the subway and the dis-
triet Burrounding it from coming
down and destroying both the health
and property of the residents during
the fall and spring rain floods.

Foreign ‘Missions.

examples which were most convincing.
To the question-that the Chinaman’s
religion was good enough for him and it
would' be well 'to leave him 'alons; Dr.

The afternoon conference held in St.
Paul's Chutreh was attended mostly by
the "del es from outside points, the
theme being’ “The ‘Problem of Missions
in the Local Congregation.”

ary. A petition signed by 59 rate-
payers was prescqited to the council
on Oct.. 6, which was afterwards found
not to tomply with the requirements
of the statutes, which require that 25
per cent. of the electors entitled to
vote at municipal elections should sign
such petition. '

Asg it required a larger number of
signatures, this petition was of no
value. The committee in charge of
local option requested the clerk, Ed.
W. Brown, to hand ‘them back their
petition, so that they could get the
required number of signatures upon it,
but on the advice of his solicitor he
declined to do so. The law is that
when an instrument is filed with the
clerk it becomes the property of the
muniecipality, and therefore cannot be
given up to any private citizen for
any purpose.

This necessitated a new petition be-
ing circulated, and on Friday last the
committee in charge flled with the
clerk a petition endorsed with the
necessary number of signatures. This
was brought before the ecquncil on
Monday night, and the necessary by-
law for taking the vote was passed’
and the local option bylaw give s
first reading.
