In hie descript ion of the Trial of
Jeas, iu the seond volumeo f hi. Mife
of Ohrist, Pere D'idoti, disoueslng the
moives whloh iîlbiuî'îiced IPilate, Bay@

"lIt wMa io0<questioni of a liopulir
reoolt, but cf the hatredjoalonny, sud
intrigue of the Jewish sAuthorities, Who
demanded froîu hint% the blood of Jeaun.
It wau easy for hintt u uppresa this
sacerdotal authority, accu!stouied sas i
wau te overy comuplaisance, sud tu a11
forme. of servility. . . . 1le had, beaides,
no interect ini condemnuing !eaus."

Farthor on in the courue of the saie
chapter ho writes :

IThon Pilate, seting that ho did net
succeed, and that the tumulnt oîly grew
tho groster, waafraid. lie had raised
the storni, and now the storm,
terrifiod bini . . . . le know
that this excitablo peoplo wus capable
of suything when their L.aw Wl' in
quvation. . . . Ile showed hinisoif
weak, puillanimous, cowardly, cruel."

Pilate wa nither saint nor coward,
but a bold, suibitious, daring Romian
politician, caring littlo for truth and
righteouusneu, au imperiauhsund oppros.

,,ive, though abie sud, ou the wbole,
succesful ruler, during a decade of
oneo f thoenmoet. turbulent provinces of
the Empire.

Accordiug to the best authorities,
Pilae was Goveruor of Jude& in the
interval hetwoen tho years 26 and 37
of tho Ohriatisn rs. Ilisappointinent

duriug ho sacendency of SýjA11u@, sud
the hsrmýony of hie wholo course of
conduct ini Jude& with the known sen-
timents of Sejanue, mako it appear pro-
bable that that crsfty minister, who was
s bitter enemuy of 'ho Jew,wss respon.
siblo for bis seloction. Bis firat sct ai
Govrnor Was the act of a bold and
sudscious man, aud an attentive con-
sidoration of ita significauoe, in the
light cf the circumitance., should bave
sbsolved bis character forever fron the
charge of tiuidity and cowardico.

Josophus relates the incident thu..
On the standard of oach Roman cobort
thero wu' an image of the !imperor
reigning. Tho Romans knew well the
abborrenceocf the Jewse for iconiam,
aud formeor procurators, in entering
Jerusalie hd been magnanimous or
prudent ouough te enter with imagelesa
ent;agna. Not so, however, with Pilate.
0f the 3000 soldiers et hie comimand,
hoe sent a largo dtachinent to reuforoe
the cohort in Jerusalein, forbidding, et
the saine tme, tho customsry romovai
of the images froni their bannera.
Whother by acident or design, the
entrance wus made by night, aud the in-
novation et the tme unporceived. But
the next dey the ovont becamo knovu,
and filed the citizonu with anger and
disinay. An excited multitude rushed
off te Cnseros, the set cf the provin-
cial goverument, snd during six whole
dayas, according to the historien, storin-
ed round the proctrator'. palace. On
the sixth day, Pilate concesird armed
banda about the outrance, aud when
tho Jewa gstberod au usuel. gave the
signal tu the soldiers te surround them,
sud tbreatened theni with instant dosth
in tho event of their ref usai te depart.
But they, far frein giving sway, cast
theniselves on the ground, bared their
tbroatu, sud declared their willingneus
te die rather than te permit a violation
of their lawu. Amazed by se anuch
stubbornnea, Pilate permitted himif,
apparently, to bo couquered, sud or-
derod the offensive images te bc romov-
ed fron the Hely City.

The second oveut of hi. adminstra-
tien wi, s oue which stirred evon more
profoundiy the dopths of J'ewish fanat-
icistu, aud whiob, but for the prompt-
noms and vigor cf i action, might
have meriouisly diaturbed the peaceocf

Tho doed
evoked a forions Mtorîi cf poliular feel-
ing. An iinuurrectionary tmuîltitude uf
Il îauy ton tîtousdu Ilsurrotinded tho

Goverior'a place, in Jrusalt.nî, aud
sîigrily doniaaded tîho ceseaticia of the
sacrilegions atoîîîpt. Fatr froti beiug
terrified by tiar tunînît, Pilate coîîceiv-
ed and carried ont a rnacatare tbat was
ase decisivo au it was brilliant anîd dar
ing. Arîning hie soldierat witb clubs,
sud causing theîi te conceal, utarder
t!,e dru of private citizgnm, Ilîir mocre
formidable weapouu, ho sicsttered thicn
throug h tho multituade witli ordora, at a
givon signal, te disperae tho rebellions
by blowu. Tho au-quel iusy lbe best
narrated in the words cf Jesephum
bitusof :

"lSe ho Iituisoîf bid tho Jewu go
away ; but tboy, bodly casting repro-
aches upon hlui, lie gave the aoldiors
that signal which liad bean beforo agre-
cd upon ; who laid upon theîn inuch
grester blows than L -ilate hiad cons-
îuauded theni, sud eqaially punislied
thoBe that wero tuanultuous snd thoso
that wero net ; nor did tlîoy spare thoin
in the huat; aud ince the people were
unried, sud were catight by morn pro-
parod for wbat thoy were about, thore
were a groat numnber of thein lain by
this moans, aud othors of theni reiu
away wounded. And thuu an end
was put te thie iucdition.'

hit. Geriziini, the Mt. Sien cf the
Saniaritans, wua situated ini the heart
of Satiaria, sanie tbîrty miles north cf
Jerumalein. Iopuisr tradition had it
that the ark and other sacred vossels
had once been venerated by the Sain-
anitans as the Il meit holy cf tmount-
a&i." Somtime in theyear 36 or 37,
" prophet appeared wbe promised, on
a fixcd day, te uncever these uacred
relicL. The curiohity aud superitition
cf the nation were arensed, and on tho
day siet san immense concourue cf people,
cf overy clasa, gathered at the nbcunt-
&in. Who this impostor wau, or what
bis rosi intentions may bave been,
Josephua bas net told us; but, in view
of the issue, bis tatenient thst the
multitude came armed is significant.
It in quite possible that the pretext
cf a religions sssmbly ruay have been
employed by 8oine dariug patriot. um-
patient cf the Roman yoke, to îmuk
deep sud rebellions deigua.. What-
ever its ultimato purpobe, ime wus not
given the ineveanent to dovelep. Pi-
hate'. dispositions were prompt, bloedy
sud decisive. A stroug body cf troops
wus posted upon the mountain, sud
another, in the rear cf the multitude
encaanped at its base. The Sàtuari-
tans were surrouuded, were attacked
sud cut to piecos. The flwsoWcf the
&flair arouaed intense excitement in
Samaria, sud the event proved fatal te
the fortunes cf Pilate. An embassy
wu dispatched at once te Vitellius.thehx
President cf Syris. The gatbering .%t
the mountain was represeuted ua

purly eliions eue, sud Pilate was
charged Wth cruel sud vanten mass-
acre. Vitelliu sent a friend te take
charge cf Judos, aud ordered the Gev-
orner te preparo teauanaer bis accusers
in Renie.

When ho arrivedl in Rome, Tiberins
wu flo more, sud Camas reiguad in bis
uitod. -Severtheless, Pilai. vas tried,
oendemued, sud according t oEusabius,
bauished te Tienne in Gaul. Bis
banishinent cloged the laut ct in hie
publie career, sud witb it ho disappear-
ed forever frein the theater cf histeri-
cal events -Donaior'.
