REQUEST THAT REPORT OF COMMISSIONER BE STUDIED BY
PARLIAMENT—MOTION UNDER S.0. 43

Mr. René Matte (Champlain): Mr. Speaker, I rise under the
provisions of Standing Order 43 and seek the unanimous
consent of the House to discuss a motion relating to a matter
of urgent and pressing necessity.

In light of the pessimistic remarks the Commissioner of
Official Languages made when he presented his annual report;
given the clear contradiction which exists between his remarks
and the government’s pretension about finding solutions to our
national problems; given the fact that, without admitting it,
the government realizes the failure of its policies by ordering,
for instance, a cut of more than one-third in the staff of the
Linguistic Training Branch; and given the fact that this gov-
ernment misleads all Canadians in general and all Quebeckers
in particular by trying to monopolize all attempts to safeguard
Canadian unity while denying the very existence of the Quebec
nation, I move, seconded by the hon. member for Rimouski
(Mr. Allard):

That the House instruct the government to take into account the report of the

Commissioner of Official Languages by putting it up for consideration and
resolution in parliament.

EXPANSION OF CANADIAN FISHING FLEET—MOTION UNDER
S.0.43
