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not left his pleasant home at Davenport. This

seclusion is necessary on account of physical

conditions which render him very susceptible to

the effects of sudden chills. But although

mingling no longer in the whirl of outside ac-

tivities, the genial, kindly spirit remains, while

his interest in the work of the Church is as

deep and abiding as in the days when he pre-

sided in her councils and guided her Missionary

efforts.
