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two-thirds of tlie members present, either in person or by
proxy, at a special general meeting to be called for that pur-

pose.

XLIV.

TRUST.

This Soci3ty shall not be bound to see to the execution of

any 'Trust, whether expressed, implied, or constructive, to

which any share or shares of its stock may be subject ; and the

receipt of the party in whose name any such share or sliares

stand iu the books of the Society, or if such share or shares

stand in the name of more parties than one, the receipt of

one ot the parties shall, from time to time, be a sufficient

discharge to the Society for any payment of any kind made
in respect of such share or shares, may tlien be subject, and
whether or not this Society has had notice of such Trust;

and tlie Society shall not be bound to see to the application

of the money paid upon such receipt. 22 Vict., Cap. 53,

Every member on admission shall pay an entrance fee of

Is.

CONSTRUCTION OF RULES.

That in the practical application of these rules, or any
rules hereafter to be made by virtue thereof, the construction

put upon them by the Committee of the Society, shall be

final and conclusive.

That a word in the singular number shall be applicable to

the plural ; and the term " his " or " her " shall apply to a

female as well as a male, unless there be soiiiething in the

subject matter, or context, repugnant to such construction.

Non-Participating Shares are such as have received ad-

vances, on the terms specified in rules 14 and 15 for non-par-

ticipating shares ; all others are participating shares, and
entitled to a share in the profits.
