Some Pia)‘n ‘Talk to Ottawa Synod by Cornwall Pastor
—Condemns Lack of Integrity in Pastoral Practices

; -BROCKVILLE, May 15.—(Special.)—
In ithe conference held to-night on he.

toples: . “Is the~Church Fuifilling Her
Miesion?” and “Dces the Man in the
Pulpit Measure up to His Mission?”
Rev, N. H. MacGillivray of Corfiwall,
‘taking the latter subjeot, delivered a
sensational address before the Mont-
real and CGttawa Synod. ) .
After defining the mission of a man-
ister, he said: ‘“There is room for im-
provement In the pulpit.. From en-
vironment amd experience it is plain
that great inroads are being made in-
to the sanctity of- the Christian Sab-
bath. Amusements and athletics ho'd
altogether too large a ptace in tha life
of ‘the people.. - Materiaiism is .a pow-
er in the.land as never hefore., Fra-
termal societies, clubs and secret or-
gunizations -are flourishing, and the
churches are rot filled. .Not a,-little
of the fault is in the pulpit. One of
the great sores gnawing at the very
vitals of church life is to be found in
the materialism ¢f the pulpit. This he
Lelieved to be true of the church, not
as a -whole, but in part Protestant
and Roman Catholic alike. Not a few
in holy orders' take it as their mis<
‘#ion to be evertast'ngly ha rping-.on and
dcuouncirg the sins ‘of ‘the pew, fail-.
inz altogethar ‘to comsider “the shont-
comings of the pulpit. Befcre the pul-
pit can honestly and honorakly accusa
the pew of any sin it must sde that
lurk-
ing bekind the pu'pit.. The man who
is, not morally right himself, no mat-
ter what his' cther attainmemts may
be. is totally umfit to lead his people
spiritually: The men in the ministry

who  gamble in stocks, 'who make a
‘tusiness of investing in real estate,
who.go-hopelessiy . in-debt are always
advertising self who pregch to live,
instead of living to preach.

Knife Each Other.

Amnother weakness noticeable in the
puipit is the tendency to deal at times
in. an . underhand way with their fel-
low ministers seeking office by w.re-
pulling : and knifing their co-workers.
It was not manly, neither was it Brit-
ish fair play. Another weakness was
the lack of ‘integrity on the part of
scme mintsters.. He whesa weoird is not so
good as his benl is abrolntely unfit to
morally lead and spiritually guide any
peaple. - “Are we goinz to tolerate,”
‘he askeéd, ‘“‘in the church what the
world not - only "frowns down, but is
cetermined to stamp.out at any cost?”

This. lack of ‘ntegrity is specially
noticeakle in reference to calls. Not
a few men are given %o a practice. of
publiciy announcing they have receiv-
ed a call from some large and influ-
ential congregation, while as a fact

-not an item of truth. He character-
ized thi= as lowerirg the high calling to
the ‘level of that of a fish wife.’ The
levity with which - men tadk about
calls and’ parade imaginary calls be-
fore their people was:-a slandering dis-
grace upon the fair name of the great
Presbyterian Church.” :

- “Before we¢ . can be min'sters,” he
went on, “we ought to be men and to
be men we must bz homezt, truthful
‘and of unbound:=d and indisputable
integrity.”’- With such me nin‘'the pul-
pit as-he had described he asked if it
was any wonder that the c¢hurch was
not fulfilling its mission. ’
