| UNIFORM RACING RULES.

Fresh and Salt Water Yachtsmen Working
Therefor - To-Day in Rochester,

A despatch from New York states ithat o
s‘peel;l meeting of the New York Yacht
Club will be held next Tuesddy, the-22und,
for the purpose of g¢onsidering the advisa-
bility of convening delegates from differcat
yacht clubs . throughout the country' with
a view. of organizing the Yacht Racing
League ‘of America.

This proposed movement on the part of
the Easterners is.of particular interest to
the yachtsmen of Torgnto and of Lake On-
tario in general, for the reason that of late
they have been making strenuouns efforts to
secure the adoption of ‘a.uniform code of
rules by the ‘yacht eclubs of tha  Great
Lakes. Rochester and Torento sallors have
been' the leaders of the movement, but
their most ambitious ideas never contem-
plated eo-operation with the t water
sallors,

'oue set of by -the eclubs of Lake

Michigan, Lar::r‘Ede and
but there is mo doubt that they will giacly
accept any Invitation to act with the
yachtsmen of the Atlantle const.

The * Vencedor- a race of last sum-
mer made the salt water yachtsmen aware
of the importance of yachting oam the lakes,
and they probably: realize now that the
inland clubs must receive consideration in
the future in formulating any rules and
fegulutlons designed for genenl adoption.
The action.of the New York Yacht Club
on the 22nd will be awaited with great in-
terest by all lake yachtsmen.

As at present existing, the rules in the
different clubs are so’'at variance with each
other that a yachtsman having declded to
build his yacht hardly knows In what class
he will sail, excepting in_one section of
the country, especially as not only does the
classification differ, but also the system of
moeasurement.

The younger clubs provide rules for thelr
small’ yachts, which do-not fully apply to
the larger ones, and in their attempt to
open their regattas for all sizes of vessels
there is a complication of questions brought
about very difficult for the regatta com-
mittees to answer.. Sirmilar difficulties con-
stantly arise from the fact.that the yacht
ciubs of New York sail .under a different
classifiention and system of measurement
from those around Boston, and stfll another
system is used on the Great Lakes.

That the yachtsmen of the conutry uce
now ripe for a movem:t of this nature
may be seen from the fact that unions and
yacht racing associations have been form-
ed, which have resulted jn a benafit to the
clubs_and to their members: It is with an
ideq of overcoming all the difficulties which
smaller .unfons dre obliged 0 meet that
this call will be issued. The aim of the
Yacht Racing League will be to establish
uniform classification, system of measure-
ment ahd racing rules, the promotion of
yacht building, the enconrngement and ele-
