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NEVER TOLD HIS PRIVATE AFFAIRS.

Various Estimates Are Made, Reach-
ing From $80,000,000 to $200,000,=
000, as to His Wealth,

"New York, Sept. 13.—While it is generally
known that Mr. Corneilus Vanderbilt, who
died yesterday, was an enormously rich
man, yet little is known of his actual for-
tune, says The Tribyne. He was a most
reticent man about his private affairs. His
fortune has been variously estimated at all
the way from $80,000,000 to $200,000,000. It
was mostly in railroad stocks, bonds and
securities, He was not interested to any
great extent in dny of the new industrial
companies that have been formed, and in
fact had no holdings of moment in any cor-
poration- aside from railroads. -He was the
largest stockholder in the New York and
Harlem Rallroad, and owned a big majority
of the stocks and bonds of that rodd. . He
was a large owner of New York Cent¥al]

stock in the Michigan Central Railrvoad,the
Lake Shore and Michigan Central, the Chi-
cago aud Northwestern, the Big Four, the
New York, New Haven and Hartford, and
the Canada Southern. "

While he owned stock in perhaps half a
hundred rallroad corporations, yet his larg-
est holdings were in these companies. It
was in these corporations that he took an
active interest and with ‘which 'his name
was most closely allied.

Mr. Callaway’s Personal Tribute.

Samuel P. Callaway, president of the New
York Central & Hudson River Railroad
Company, said yesterday : *‘You ask for a
distinctive trait of Mr. Vanderbilt-2his pre-
cision, his constant kindness, his interest
In all that affected humanity? No? You ask

for something mwore personal?” Well, he
loved old books, old men, old manners, He
sald to me one day in his gentle, amiable
manner, **Do you know the incuvabula well?
They are essential to a rallway president's
education.’ §
“Incunabula are the first boks printed,
vou know. Mr. Vanderbiit’s mind was epen
to all the inventions in machinery, and to
all the ideas that men conceive, but he liked
to look back and ponder over ancient
achievements. Do not extremes meet? And
is it not a splendid practice to find diver-
slon from one study by another study?

Trouble Broke Out Early.

Beginning of Practical Sense,

“I believe it to be the beginning of prac-
tical sense to understand that the new com-
binations. can in no sense be permanently
smashed. The party which proposes to do
this, in the sense of absolutely checking
them, will have plenty of leisure to regret
it. The real problem, immediate and im-
perious, is how to regulate and guide the
new force that stands merely for the latest
stage ‘of 'industrial growth. If the com-
binations are to work for the public as tell
a8 for private good, three things, two of
them now largely under the voters’ control
must be brought about:

‘“l. As absolute a publicity of methods
and accounts as the largest Massachuss:ts
corporation has to submit to.

“2. [Every artificlal advantage given by
the tariff must be removed.

*8. Rallroad discriminations shall
be allowed to these combinations.

Not Ready for State Control.

‘4. Whatever thé future may have In
store, we are not yet ready for State con-
trol of railways. For the immediate fu-
ture (a decade or so), the best inteiligence
must go to this special evil of railroad dis-
erimination. The trust plus special rail-
rcad favors can never ‘be other than a
danger, because It makes directly for that
wider economic inequality that is already
peril enough.

“Given an absolute publicity of fact, and
the one dominating danger—over-capitaliza-
tion—is already half met. If the trust
movement spreads, as now seems likely, by
far the larger part will go to the wall from
sheer speculative bravado. The people
meanwhile will be rapidly educated, nd,
above all, the banks will be swift to 'earn
the lesson, and refuse to underwrite if the
venture is too Impudent in its risks. Only
those trusts will survive that are pradently
organized: and deal with a product which
leuds Itself to the conditions imposed by
the new combination.”

WHAT PROF, JENKS SAYS,

Organized Capital Has Been Brought
About Largely by the Organ.
ization of Labor.

Prof. J. W. Jenks of Cornell University,
in the course of an address on “Trust Prob-
lems,’” saild, among other things: ‘‘Some
of the most active opponents to organized
capital have been found in the ranks of or-
ganized labor. Some of the managers of
industrial combinations assert that 1they
have been forced to combine on account of
the power of organized labor. They assert
that the principle of combination i§ 1he

same in both cases, and that labor orgaj
zations are no less tyrannous than are o
ganizations of capital. Before legisiatios
regarding combinations is undertaken the
question should be clearly answered. whe-
ther the two classes or organizatiens are the
same in principle and whethey’a law which
restrains one will be held bytthe cousts to
restrain the other also.”
More Dangerous Than Slavery.

These addresses were received attentlve-
ly, but it remained for Dudley. Wooten of
the Texas delegation to stir up enthuéiném
of the camp meeting variety, He was fre-
quently interrupted by cheering.

France, but sincerely believe her dishonor-
ed. They will soon return to a more just
appreciation of things, and they will find
that we are not devoured by fire from Hea-
ven, and that we don't devour anyons, even
among ourselves. eLt us work in peace,
and tne sympathy of foreighers will be re-
stored, with Interest.” i

Gallifet Will Boss It Hereafter.

Parls, Sept. 13.—The Minister of War,
General the Marquis de Gallifet, has decid-
ed to direct the work of the Intelligence
Department, beginning Sept. 15. It will be
exclusively military hereafter, taking no
part in the police or espionage services.

PREITY GOOD SENSE.

Archbishop Ireland Thinks It Will
Do No Good to Condemn
France Hastily.

St. Paul, Minn., Sept. 13.—Archbishop Ire-
land to-day, asked for his opinion on the
meeting to protest against the verdict of
the Rennes court-martial, sald: *It is_my
belief that the public meetings in Anieri-
ca, such as It is proposed to hold for the
1rpose of protesting against ihe sentence
of the Rennes court-martial, are untimely,
unfair to France aud likely to breed regret-
table ill-feellng between that country and

our own.

*I shall not deny that I have always had
in my heart deep sympathy for the unfor-
tunate officer who has been under trial in
Rennes, and that I had wished and hoped
that the sentence of the court would have
been one of acquittal. But it is another
question to face the verdict of the court,
the moment that verdict has been declared,
with the assertion that it is plainly against
trnth, and that the court from which it
dssues is gullty of base injustice and saerile-
gious perjury. - And it is still more so an-
other question to luy on France the crime
of the verdict, if crime there be In it, and
throw at a whole people and their Govern-
ment insulting epithets. Let us wait.

*This whole inatter belongs to the internal
life, and to the internal administration of
France, and international courtesy, as we!l
as justice, blds us talk about it very care-
fully and very slowly. France is a proud,
sensitive nation. She will deeply resent, as
is her right. undue criticism and hasty
judgment of her acts by a foreign people,
and especlally will se resent, as is sure-
ly ber right, any uncalled for interference
with her internal sdministration, and any
impruodent challenging of her national
honor. ’

President of the Peace Com.
mission Gives Out a Lot of
Information.

FACTS OF THE SITUATION

Which it is Very Important that the
People of the United States
Should Know.

THE NATIONAL HONOR AT STAKE.

Uncleé Sam Took a Big Lot of Ree
sponsibility, But He Must
Finish the Jaob.

Ithaca, N.Y., Sept. 13.—President Schur.
man of the Philippine Commission returned
to-day to his office in Cornell University.
He gave out the following statement to the
Ascociated Press on Philippine affairs:

It is very important that the public should
kucw the actual facts of the situation.
Things are what they are, and the Ameri-
can public should understand them whetlher
they agree with or run counter to the
public's wishes. 3

First, It requires some effort to realiza
the vastness of the archipelago, which ex-
tends in triangular form from Formosa
to Bornmeo and Celebes ﬁeﬂ._ through 16 de-
grees of latitude,
Pacific Ocean on the east, nor the China
Sea on the west, I made a clreuit of 2000
miles, all south of Manila. This gives some
idea of the difficulty of maintaining an et-
fective blockade, as the coast line of all
the islands embraced in the archipelago is
many more thousand miles.

Multiplicity of Languages.

Second, the multiplicity and heterogena-
ous nature of the tribes Is something as-
tounding. Over 60 different languages are
spoken in the archipelago, and the majority
of the tribes are small. - There are at least
half a dozen, each having over a quarter
of a million members. The languages of
these people are as distinct from one
-another as Frénch and Spanish or ltallan,
0 that ‘the speech of any onme tribe is un-
intelfigible to its melghbors. These trilies
ara-all civillzed and Chrstianized, but small
unclvilized tribes, among whom , ‘the
Iggorates seem best known to America, in-

habit the mountains in Luzon, and form a
large part of the population of Mindanao,
in vhis island theré is a large Mohammi>-
dan population, which is independent of tha
Mohammedans in the neighboring Sulu ar-
chipelago.
The Tagalogs Are the Insurgents. -
Third, it 1s the Tagalogs, that inbabit
some of the provinces about Manila, whe
are resisting the authority of the United
States. Other civilized Kilipinos are neu-
tral, except where they are coerced by arm-
ed bands of Tagalogs, who seized upon their
Governments daring the making and raii-
fication of our treaty of peace with Spaln,
