MARCON! VS. CABLE,

Sir Wm, Prcece Believes Wireless
Cam Never Compete With It.

London, Deec. 30.—8ir Willlam Preece, the
eminent electilclan, was intérviewed by
The St. James' Gazette on the achievement
of Marconl in sending wireless messages
across the Atlantle, Sir Willlam sald he

bad never doubted the possibility of put-
ting Awerica and Fmgland in communica-
tion by nedns of w.rcless telegraphy.

‘lu some of my papers,”’ he pointed ont,
‘1 have expressed the conviction that sig-
nals could be scnt to Mars if there be any-
one on It." 5

Reminded that he had thrown some doubt
on the sigral!s which Mr. Marconi trans-
mitted a.year ago between Cornwall and
the American continent, Sir William re-
phied :

“What I seid was that tle signals could
very well have been reproduced by atmos-
pherie effects, and there was nothing con-
clusive at the tiie to show that they had
not heen. A signal not so open to this ob-
jection might have been chosen for the
puwrpose of demonstration. 'That it was pos-
sible to send such a signal I never question-
ed. I am not Intthe least swprised that
messages have been sent across the Atlan-
tic. The puzzlng point to me i8 why Mar-
c¢oni has not done it sooner, in view of the
length of tinwe he has been engaged on the
éxperiments,”

Speaking of the probable. effect of the
achievemtnts on telegraphy generally, Sir
Wiiliam was emphatic in declaring that in
h's op.nilon wireless telegraphy would never
come into serious competition with the sub-
marine cables.

“But,’”’ the interviewer interrupted, ‘‘the
cable conipanies are reporied to be disturb-
ed In consequenve of Mr. Marcomni's latest
effort.”’

“Old womwen shareholders,
plied fir Wilam.

*““What are theé principal obstacles, in your
opinion, Sir Wiillam, to wireless telegraphy
becomving an important factor in our sys-
tem of communication?"’

“In the first place, there is want of re-
liability\ in counncetion with, wircless teleg-
rapphy. It is possible to tap every wireless
message.’’

“Frobably »ou obseived, Sir Willlam, that
such a possibility was denied on behalf of
Marconi?"’

“To my own knowledge, three stations
were tapped, and 1 have not .the slightest
doubt that tapp ng is possible at évery sta-
tion. In thrse circumstances tiere can be
no privacy, which is esvential.in communi-
cation. sAnother obmiacle to wireless teleg-
raphy being largely used for commercial
