PHILADELPHIA, Dec, 5.—In the cur­
rent number of The Journal of Clinical 
Medicine, the results of a preliminary In­
vestigation of rattlesnake venom 
stive agent for phthisis are given to an 
article by Dr. Thomas J. Mays, a well- 
known authority on consumption, and 
medical director of the Philadelphia Clinic 
for the home treatment of chest and 
throat diseases. In hie article, which Is 
entitled "The Action of Crotalin," Dr. 
May» seye :

“The writer’s own experimental study of 
this substance led him to believe that lt- 
profoundiy affects the cerebro-eplnal ner­
vous system, and especially that part of 
the spinal cord which comprises the res­
piratory centre and other closely allied 
function*.

"The cough and expectoration, the two 
very harassing feature» In every case of 
phthisis, almost without exception, yield 
readily to the action of thle drug, whe­
ther administered subcutaneously or In­
ternally, or both. The patient has a de­
cided Increase in strength from the very 
beginning of the treatment. This has been 
so evident and so constant that It seemed 
almost anomalous In the absence of an 
Increase In flesh.”
