SESSION TODAY

A WARM

Petition for Permanent Pavement on a Portion of Germain
Street and the Question of Water Rates Created a Very
Lively - Discussion—Complimenis Flew Thick and Fast

The special meeting of the common
council, which was called for this morn-
ing to eonsider the report of the water
and sewerage board, developed into a
very lively -session. _

'B’le tro)l'xble arose over the much dis-
cussed” question of permanent pavement,
which was introduced by Alderman Mec-
Goldrick, chairman of the board of v‘vorks,
who presented a petition from residents
of Germain street, aeking that a perm-
anent street be built between Princess
and Queens “streets, the property own-
ers agreeing to pay one half of the cost.

It was Alderman Kelley who'threw the
bombshell into the meeting by insisting
that the petition be laid on the table on
the ground that the petition specified a
pavement laid by the _Hassom Paving
Company. -

For a time compliments flew thick and
fast, with fréquent speeches from Ald.
Kelley, Potts and Sproul on the one side,
and Ald. McGoldrick, “Frink, Elkin and
the Mayor on the other.

Ald. McGoldrick’s: motion was finally
adopted, which: sends the petition to the
recorder to see if the law Tas been com-
plied with in the making of the petition
and then going to the board of works- to
call for tenders and coming back to the
council for sanction.

The matter of water rates was refer-
red back to the water and sewerage
board a a motion: was adopted that
meetings” of the council and the various
boards adl committees during the months
of June, July and August ehould be held
in the mornings and afternoons, instead
of in the evenings. . \

His Worship theé Mayor presided, and
there were also present Ald. Kelley. Cod-
ner, Frink, Hayes, Elkin, McGoldrick,
Sproul, Wilson, Scully, Potts and Likely:

Though the meeting was called for 11.30
it was 11.55 before a quorum appeared.

Ald. Godner seconded the amendment.

Ald. McGoldrick thought the i
should be out now and ke was opposed to
any unpecessary delay. Tf thée matter
was referred back it should be dealt with
ut once. . . §

Ald. Elkin asked if there was any re-
duction made in the rates for manufac-
turers, and Ald. Frink in reply said there
Was no change from last ygar. Ald. Elk-
t if any reduction could be made

as the city should deal with them as gen-
erously as possible.

Ald. Hayes suggested that the coumcil
might adjourn for a few minutes and re-
consider the report and bring in a recom-
mendation again at omce, to the council.

Ald. Scully thought the matter might
be easily disposed of if it was referred
back to the board.

Ald. Frink said he did not wish to op-
pose the report being referred back'if the
members wished, but it must be remem-
bered that the extension of the systenr to
Loch Lomond has cost considerable and
the people who get the benefit should be
willing to pay for it. There was little
likelihood of any reduction being made
until 1911, in which year over $300,000, 6
per cent bonds will be falling due, and if
a new issue could be made at a reduction
to 4 per cent it would assure a saving of
$6,000. .

The alderman referred to the fact that
several manufacturers Had told him of
having received -Jetters from the secretary
of the board of trade asking them to pro-
test against the rates. He did' not know
whether this action had been' authorized
or not, but he thought there would have
been little trouble over the matter if the
agitation had not been started.

After some further discussion the

' amendment of Ald. Kelly that the rates

be not approved was adopted and the
report goes back to the hoard. .

Ald. McGoldrick said if there was no
objection he would present a petition from
residents of (Germain street, Joseph Bul-
lock and others, asking that perm#nent
pavement be laid between Princess and
Queen streets. They asked that the Has-
sam concrete pavement be laid according
to specification attached, the cost not to
exceed $2.50 per lineal foot frontage, and
they agreed to pay one-half the cost, the
payments to be distributed over a period
of twenty years. He moved that the peti-
tion be referred to the board of works with
power to call for tenders.

Ald. Frink thought the petition should
first go to the recorder to get his opinion

Ald. Sproul endorsed Ald. Kelley's re
marks, and said he didn’t know anything
about pavements, and didn’t know anyone
who did.

Ald, Frink thought that as the men who
had signed the petition were shrewd busi-
ness men who must have looked into the
matter, they should seriously consider it,
and while agreeing to some extent with
Ald, Kelley, he would vote for Ald. Mec-
Goldrick’s motion.

Ald. Potts, who arrived at this juncture,
was enlightehed ‘on the matter under dis-
cuseion, ‘and immediately took the stand
against it. He advocatedgdelay until the
members could familiarize themselves with
the expense that might be attached to the
work, such as preparing the water and
sewer pipes, etc. He thought other streets
such as Charlotte, Union and King needed
permanent pavement more than Germain.
The council should not cater to the wealthy
residents of that section, as the small tax-
payers had to bear a porportionate share
of -the burden of keeping the streets in
condition.  Incidentally . be referred to
the dust nuisance and lo#g on stocks there-
by by the merchants) This drew the re-
tort from \Ald. McGoldrick that the streets
were neyer as well watered as they were
this year.

Ald. McGoldriue( reviewed the paving
matter at some length, and alsé volunteer-
ed the statement that an Englishman had
this morning asked to be allowed to pave
a portion of .one of the streets free of
charge with a material that he claimed
would last for 30 years. He had told him
he could fry it on Pond and Smythe streets
where traffic was heaviest, and had’sent
thim to the engineer. '

Ald. Hayes said as thé paving matter
had to come back to the council anyway,
he would support Ald. MeGoldrick’s mo-
tion. . -

Ald. Kelly in an impassioned addressap-
pealed to the aldermen not to tie them-
ael‘ up to the Hassom people. They
should act open and above board.

Ald. Potts supported the stand taken by
Ald. Kelley and thought time should be
taken to think it over. .

THRILING EXPERIENCES
- WITH THE FOREST FIRES

struction Had an Exciting
', from Their Camps.

Engineers and Workmen on the -International Railway Con;

Time — Fires Chased Them

Some of the engineers and workmen on
the G. T. P., and Intercolonial Railway
<onstruction had very exciting experiences
in the recent forest fires, A commercial
traveller who arrived in the city yester-
day, tells of some narrow escapes Jf. the
workmen along the line of the right-of-way
of the Intercolonial Railway,'and the ef-
forts to check thé fires. Many of the con-
tractors were froced to haul their machin®
ery and tools to streams or lakes.nearby
and sink them to escape the flames.

R. Fraser Armstrong, of St. Andrews,
who is attached to the G. T. P., engineer-
ing camp at Sparkle, Carleton county, in
a letter to his friends, published in today’s
St. Andrew’s Beacon, relates his experi-
ence as follows:

June 11,1909— ‘We have been surrounded
with fires for the past week and have holes
jn bank ready to place our goods in if
the fire should happen to come upon us.
Today it is within a mile of us and going
at a great rate.

June 12, —Great things have happened
gsince I left off writing. About three
o'clock the wind came up strong and in
our direction. Things began to look bad,
so we got all our personal effects out, and
as much of the office staff as we could
and buried them. Then we started to
take things out of the house and got most
of them down to the river, but the fire
came on us so quickly we did not get
a chance to put them in the river. Mr.

‘Brawn, the Divisional Engineer, happened
to be here at time of fire. He thought
the fire was going to catch us, and ordered
us in boats. For a while it looked as if
the fire might catch us as it came the half-
mile toward the residence in a’little over
5 minutes. After we. had gone down river
about two. miles the wind changed, and,
we got out and came back expecting to
see the remains of the residence, but on
getting back we found the Residence was
only afire. in one or two places, and we
got to. work and saved the building. Moose
and deer were running before the fire, but
what seemed to get the most bewildered
werd the poor rabbits which were running
everywhere.

One of the fellows took te the road
when he saw the fire comiflg and says he
chased a’ moose whith was also running
away from the fire. We were less than
fifteen minutes going down the two miles
in a boat, the swift current helping us
along. He wae there before us, so you
can imagine how he ran. Some of the fel-
lows were telling him he must have had
hold of the moose’s tail. Today we are
busy digging stuff out of bank. You would
smile if you could eee the assortment of
gooeds coming up: groceries, blankets,
lard, lats, guns, books, hams, eggs, dishes
and everything we could lay our hands on.

I am pretty tired today, but we are
practically safe now, as everything is burnt

around us.

In fact he be-
lieves that it will see-the time, and I look
for it in a couple of years, when the rate
between Canada and Great Britain undep
all the colonies will be very much cheaper.’
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
