The railroads
themselves are ready to admit that what
has been done has accrued to their benefit,
yet here and there an objection may yet
be discovered, although it is true that the
opposition to the administration has di-
minished. The proposal to regulate trans-
portation after the manner of national
banks is not frowned upon by important
financial interests, but of course men of
the Harriman type cannot be expected to
enthuse over measures calculated to pre-
vent the ‘“Harrimaning” of mad§, to use
a word coined by an investigating com-
mission. On the whole Wall street view-
ed the president’s utterances as negatively
favorable, since they emphasize that Pres-
dent Roosevelt is now giving more atten-
tion to constructive rather than to de-
structive influences. The tearing down
process has gone far enough, critics de-
clare, and reading between the lines yes-'
terday they concluded that this view is
shared by Mr. Roosevelt himself.

FISHERMEN MAKING
BIG HERRING CATCH

Smaller Herring Especially Are
Now Very Thick at the Mouth
of the Harbor.

The fishermen at the mouth of the har
bor are making large catches of sardines
and: large herring. For the past
nights the herring have struck in; and all
the boats made good hauls. On Wednes-
day night the sardine herring were very
thick, and large numbers were taken, one
of the schooner boats which went out with
a purse seine had so many in it that the
seipe broke.

A large number of Nova Scotia schoon-
ers are now in port 'purchasing' the small
herring for bait. There are also a number
of schooners buying for the sardine faet-
ories at Lubec, Eastport and St. George.
The prices range from three to four dol-
lars per hogshead. A number of boats
are engaged in net fishing and for the
last two days they have been getting
from three to four thousand of large her-
ring.
