- ——————

New Ferry Boat

Piaything for the City --- Engineer
Parks Recommends Improvements

to Machinery.

The Ludlow is proving a costly toy for
the city. At this morning’s meeting of
the forry committee it was decided to
spend $2,000 in changes and repairs, and
to paint her hull. - Reports were suomit-
ted by the superintendent and chief ‘en-
gineer.

The east side ferry toll house will be
improved and enlarged. Tenders for coal
were awarded and a number of minor
waters dealt with.

There were present Ald. Lockhart,
(chairman)® Bullock, Tilley, Pickett.
Supt. Glasgow and Common Clerk Ward-
roper. Ald. Holder was absent.

Supt. Glasgow reported having had to
take the Ludlow off the route in order
to make some necessary repairs. The
steamer, he said, was now lying in Rod-
ney slip where she rested easy in the
mud at low water. The bottom of the
boat required painting.

. Some of the aldermen objected to the
steamer being allowed to lie where she
» grounded on the mud. The Superintend-
ent contended that there was mno room
for the boat elsewhere and that no dam-
~age would be done by‘alkrwing her to
lie wherd”she now is.

Ald. Bullock moved that the Ludlow
be kept afloat.

Ald. Pickett moved as an amendment
that the matter be left in the hands of
the chairman and superintendent. This
was adopted.

The matter of painting the hull of the
steamer was left to the same committee,
anti-corrosive paini to be used. It was
also decided to have the boilers inspect-
ed during the time the boat was being

/ painted.

Two tenders for supplying coal for the
ferry steamers avere received. Geo. J.
Likely offered to supply 2,000 tons at a
cost of $3.80 per ton of 2,000 pounds. The
Dominion Coal Co. offered to supply
1,500 to 2,000 toms of reserve or Cale-
donia at a cost of $4,00 per ton of 2,240
pounds.

On' motion of Ald. Bullock, the tender
of the Dominion Coal Co. was accepted.
and it was left with the chairman and
Ruperintendent Glasgow to arrange as
to where the coal would be delivered.

The chairman asked the superintend-
ent if it could not be arranged to have
the coal delivered on the west side and
.put into a shed, and also to have the sup-
ply put on the boats before 7 o’'clock in
the  morning.

The superintendent replied that the
. wharf and coal shed there were out of
repair and were not in condition at the
present time to be use

d.
The chairman suggested that the sheds

them put in proper shape. N

The chairman .read the communication
from W.P.McFarlane, received on March |
16th last, offering $12,600, or to take over |
the ferry boats and operate them on a
percentage eystem. There seemed to be
some doubt as to what the offer of $12,600
was for, as the letter did not read clear,
and on motion the matter was left to the
chairman and superintendent to report.

Chief Engineer Parks submitted a re-
port. He recommended that the boilers
be ‘cleaned imside and outside; that the
pistons of the main engine be taken out
and examined and other minor changes
made; the pumps needed to be gone over,
amd a new circulation pump was needed,
as the one mow in use was not adequate.
He also recommended that a heater sim-
ilar to the one now in use on the West-
ern Extension be instdlled. Some altera-
tiong in the electric lighting were recom=
mended. He suggested that a hand re-
versing gear should be attached to the
main engime for use in case the steam gear
gave out. He called attention to the fact
that the Ludlow was in service continu-
ally for three-months and nineteen days
and suggested that in future he be given
a few days every two months in order to
keep the boilers in proper condition. The
cost of tht heater and changes in copper
and brass pipes would cost about $1,000.
T'he cost of the larger pump and changes
in the pipes would be from $050 to $1,000.
Other minor matters would probably arise
he said that would need attention.

On motion it was decided that the xe-
commendations be adopted and the report
be left in the hamds of the chairman and
superintendent to carry out.

The matter of making improvements to
the east side ferry toll house was brought
up and it was decided that the board
would look into the matter with the su-
perintendent and Director Cushing. The
director, who happened to be in the outer
ante-room, was asked if he could under-
take the work, and he said he would. It
is proposed to improve the lavatories, en-
large the ladies’ waiting ¥oom and build
a shelter and seats on' the western side
of the toll house.

Ald. Tilley brought up the question of
running 20 minute trips from 10 to 11.30
o'clock, p. m. It was left with the su-
perintendént to report as to the amount
of traffic during that time.

The chairman reported that a site for
the ferry blocks /had not yet been de-
termined on. A number of bills were on
motion recommended to the council to be
paid on the signature of the chairman of
the treasury board.

GROCERS’ GUILD
IN CONSPIRACY

HAMILTON, Ont., June 1 (Special)—
The case against the Wholesale Grocers’
Guild, on a charge of conspiracy, was con-
tinued in the police court yesterday before
Magistrate J. Elfs and Crowm Attorney
Washington obtained evidence against the
alleged combine of a highly sensational
character. Lettens were submitted, which
showed that the Guild had what it called
an equalized sugar freight rate, which was
higher in many instances than the rates
of railways, from whom the refiners got
a -difference in the form of rebates. -Whe-
ther the Guild got anything out of the re-
bate has not developed yet. 1t was shown
that two grocers, Andrew McLean, of
Kingston, and J. Curtis, of Port Hope,
could not buy tobacco, sugar, syrup, starch
or salt from manufacturers or the Guild
except at retail rates. Mr, McLean com-
plained.

Alfred Powis, local agent of the McD-on-(
ald Tobacco Co. and the Acadia Sugar Co.
was examined, but proved a very unwill-ing!
iwitness. He reluctantly admitted that!
‘he was allowed to canvass only members
of the Guild, and could mot sell to those !
outside that body. The Acadia Co. would
not sell to the Wholesale Grocers’ Co., as'
this did not belong to the Guild. The'
case is being continued today.

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HORROR OF OUTRAGE
'OF YESTERDAY GROWS
AS PARTICULARS COME

Fully 20 People Killed in Attempted Assassination of Alfonso

---The Street Resembled a Shamblas—-;Second Story
Windows Blood-Spattered---King’s Life Saved by a Chain

TONDON, June l—Another despatch
from Madrid says that King Alfonso had
an even more miraculous escape than is
generally known, A fragment of the bomb
struck his breast but the force was
broken by the chain of the /Portuguese
order which he was wearing. The chan
was broken but it stopped a piece of
steel which might otherwise have pierc-
ed the king's breast.

A Horrible Scene

MADRID, June 1—The officials are be-
ginning to believe that two bombs were
thrown at the king and queen yesterday
and that the missles exploded simultanec-
ously with only ome vivid flash. The
scene which followed was like that wit-
nessed on a battle field. Corpses, pools
of blood and wretkage were strewed
upon the ground. The front of the house
No. 88 Calle Mayor, before which the ex-
plosion occurred, was covered with holes
and blood dripped from the curtains of
a window on the first floor. In the ap-
artments of the Duke of Ahumada, the
Marchioness Tolosa and her daughter
were killed. One body was jammed in
the balcony railing and was removed
with difficulty. No. 88 Calle Mayor and
all the nearby houses were surrounded
by police who prevented ingress or egress
until they had been thoroughly search-
ed. A tenant on the third floor and a
young man who wae leaving the house
were among those arrested.

The crowd tried to Jynch the prisoners
and the police only prevented it by charg-
ing. Numbers of pecple hurried to the
scene' to seek news of relatives, but they
‘vere not allowed to enter the buildings.
The Marquis of Tolcsa, ignorant of the
death of h's wife, was one of those who ar-
rived and the guards at first refused to
admit him, Finally, however, he was al-
lowed to enter and a heartrending scene
followed.

The King's Courage

The coolness of the young king was mar-
vellous. On reaching the palace after the
explosion he sent jutants to aesist the
wounged and later sent officers among the
families of the victims, doing everything
pessible to console with and assist the suif-
ferers.!

Queen Christina, the Prince and Prin-
cess of Wales and the Archduke and Arch-
duchess Francis Ferdinand of Austria had
already reached the palace and were wait-
ing for the king and queen with the in-
fantas. When some time elapsed without
the royal coach appearing the Prince of
Wales and the Infanta Theresa, who stood
waiting at the palace entrance, became
deeply. anxious, and they nwere more die-
turbed when they say the empty coach ar-
rive with its bloody horses. But the royal
family were finally relieved.when they saw
the king and queen arrive. - Queen Chrie-
tina embraced them and uttered her deep
thankfulness at their escape. The Prin-
cess of Wales was also eolicitous regarding
the victims and asked for information
about the fate of the [Mardhioness Tolosa.

What London Heard
