His determination in keeping
off the small boat and thus preventing its being sunk
by the general struggle to reach it, was eventually the
means of saviug a great number of lives which would
otherwise have been lost.

While we deeply deplore this distressing calamity,
and sympathize with the friends of those who have
met an untimely fate, vet we cannot help feeling thank-
ful that'so many have been saved. Had the fire occur-
red inthe night or at a greater distance fiom land, few,
if uny, would have survived to tell the tale.

We cannot withhiold the remark, that had the per-
sons in the ofier boat performed an equally noble
part, how many of those who now sleep the sleep
of death, might not have been rescued from their

horrid and melancholy fate ?

Nearly all those who perished were strangers in a
strange land, far from their homes and kindred.
While we commiserate with their friends and famil
we cannot help noticing a peculiar circumstance in
the case of Capt. Reed, which renders his return to
his home, at this moment, doubly afilicting. Since
he left his family a weck since, one of his children,
a fine boy, seven years old, was taken suddenly ill,
and died after an illness of only forty-eight hours ;—
and to his personal and pecuniary sufferings, is thus
added a far greater pang, that of beholding one of his
offspring sleeping the sleep of death !

The Royal Tar was a new vessel of 400 tons, and
had been fitted up at a great expense, having cost
about £10,000. She was owned as follows: one
half by Mr. John Hammond, and the other half equal-
ly between Mr. D. J. M‘Laughlin and Messrs. Mac-
kay, Brothers & Co. of this City. We' understand
she was not insured. The loss, therefore, to these
enterprising gentlemen must be very great. We
learn that there were large amounts in specie and bills
on board, belonging to different persons, besides the
expensive Menagerie establishment, &e.  The whole
loss, therefore, cannot be far short of £25,000.
