In arriving at these figures it is es­
timated that one-third of the crop— 
two million bushels—has been sold by 
the growers at $2 a barrel and another 
third at $3 a barrel and that the grow­
ers still hold the other third—two mil­
lion bushels—for which they will get 
at least $5 a barrel and probably more. 
From these figures an average of $3.50
