(Associated Press.)

Mayence, April 6—French troops enter-
ed Frankfort by five o’clock this morning,
finding only a small German force, left
there to' afford protection for the people.
The occupation of the city was a mere
military march and was not attended
by any fighting.

Darmtadt was entered afterwards by
French forces. The German govern-
mernit garrison of that city had left at
midnight to avoid contact with the
French and this morning was six miles
east of the city.

Gen. De Goutte has issued a procla-
mation to the cities and towns within the
area to be occupied, declaring French
troops have crossed the Rhine to compel
the Berlin government to respect its
agreement with the Allies and asserting
there ' is no hostile intent toward the
people of that region. The proclamation
says the French troops will withdraw so
soon as German government forces have
evacuated the neutral zone and declares
no one will be affected by the presence
of the French so long as order is main-
taired.

State of Siege. ‘

The proclamation makes the following
provisions for public order:—

Frankfort, Darmstadt, Offenbach,
Hochstadt, Koenigstein and Bieburg, as
well as all towns and districts within
the circles of Gross ‘Greau, Lang Schwat-
bach and Wiesbaden, with the exception
of Biedrich, are declared under a state
of siege.

German authorities and public services
will continue to function under French
military, officials, and strikes will not be
tolerated, = s A

People are temporarily forbidden to
circulate in the various communities
from 9 o’clock at night until five in
the morning. More than five persons
must not collect in streets or in private
or public meetings without authotization.

Newspapers are temporarily suspended
and permission must be given to use
the telephone and telegraph. Postal cen-
| sorship is temporarily established, wire-

There was no
trouble. .
