Fresh complications have arisen in the
Balkan situation. Roumania is now re-
ported to have abandoned her attitude of
neutrality and decided to support Servia
against Bulgaria in the event of war
among the allies. This decision, if true,
places Bulgaria in an extremely awk-
ward position. Without a real ally, she
would be exposed to attack on all sides
—by Roumania on the north, Servia on
the west and southwest, Greece on the
"south, and possibly Turkey herself in the
east.
