The board
of trade forbade any smaller fluctuations
than } cent to be sent out, but the ups
and downs were so frequent and liberal
that this was sufficient for most
speculators. “Turns” were made by
the frequenters of-the offfices of - brokers,
and it was quite a common thing for a
man to rake in a clear profit of $1000 on
his trades in the course of an hour.
Wheat appears to be getting pretty high
but everybody has got the buying fever
and there is no telling where the boom
will stop. There was a wild time again
this morning, the May future, which
closed at 884 Saturday, opening at 90,
immediately becoming to 92} and then
falling to 89. There was talk of a
corner, but the principal cause of these
strange fluctuations appeared to be the
terribly oversold market. The shorts
were frightened and rushed into the mar-
ket to buy, but found very little for sale.
A panic resulted, and after a little was
sold the longs offered so much that prices
fell quicker than they advanced. July
fluctuated only 1% sales being at 87 to8563.

The Robert Ross Disaster.

The schooner Robert Ross, which was
ashore at Mark Island, Me., arrived here
last evening, in tow of the tug G. D. Hun-
ter. The Ross sailed from this port for
New York on Friday, March 27th, with
a cargo of piling. Three days afterwards
she reached Deer Island Bay. The wind
was very -light and she merely drifted
through the bay. Several other vessels
were ahead of her and they passed safely
over Mark Island reef, which extends
out into the passage. The Ross, however,
was deeper than the rest and struck.  As
the tide was low it was thought she
would float at high water, but as the tide
began to rise she listed over and filled
through her decks. She remained in this
position for several tides, and her deck-
load of piling rolled over on the rigging
and floated away. This weight so slack-
ened the rigging that the spars were bro-
ken off close to the deck.
